Agency, shall provide compensation to poultry producers 10

whose poultry production contracts were terminated or not 11

renewed during the period beginning on July 1, 2008, and 12

ending on the date of the enactment of this Act, because 13

of the closure of poultry processing plants and other cost 14

cutting measures undertaken by a poultry processing com-15

pany in bankruptcy protection.
