Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Keep Terrorists Out 4

of the Midwest Act’’. 5
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SEC. 2. PROHIBITION ON TRANSFER OF INDIVIDUALS DE-1

TAINED AT GUANTANAMO BAY, CUBA, TO FA-2

CILITIES IN MIDWESTERN STATES. 3

(a) PROHIBITION.—No individual detained by the 4

United States at Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, 5

may be— 6

(1) transferred to or housed in a facility located 7

in a Midwestern State; or 8

(2) prosecuted or tried for any offense against 9

the United States in any Midwestern State. 10

(b) MIDWESTERN STATE DEFINED.—For the pur-11

poses of this Act, the term ‘‘Midwestern State’’ means 12

Iowa, Illinois, Minnesota, Missouri, Arkansas, South Da-13

kota, North Dakota, Wisconsin, Indiana, Nebraska, and 14

Kansas. 15
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
