(b) REPORT.—Not later than 120 days after the date 6

of enactment of this Act, the Comptroller General shall 7

submit a report to Congress on the results of such study, 8

which shall include recommendations for improving the 9

performance of the Federal Government with respect to 10

the goals referred to in subsection (a). 11
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
