DENTS QUALIFIED FOR PURPOSES OF LOW
INCOME HOUSING TAX CREDIT.
(a) IN GENERAL.—Clause (1) of section 42(1)(3)(D)

of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amended by re-
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designating subclauses (II) and (III) as subclauses (III)

and (IV), respectively, and by inserting after subclause (I)
the following new subclause:

“(IT) a student who previously
was a homeless child or youth (as de-
fined by section 725 of the MceKinney-
Vento Homeless Assistance Act),”.

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
subsection (a) shall apply to determinations made before,

on, or after the date of the enactment of this Act.
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
