Whereas the Texas and Pacific Railroad, upon completion in 

1873, attracted businesses from nearby communities to 

relocate to Wills Point; 

Whereas Wills Point became the first Van Zandt County 

community to incorporate in 1884, making 2009 the 

125th anniversary of its incorporation; 
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Whereas 100 years ago, President William H. Taft traveled 

by train across East Texas and made a whistle stop in 

Wills Point; and 

Whereas the City of Wills Point will hold a special re-enact-

ment and celebration of the 100th anniversary of Presi-

dent Taft’s 1909 visit on October 31, 2009: Now, there-
