(3) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 24(d)
of such Code is amended by striking paragraph (4).

(4) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made
by this subsection shall apply to taxable years begin-
ning after December 31, 2009.

(b) REPEAL OF EGTRRA SuxseET.—Title IX of the

Economic Growth and Tax Relief Reconciliation Act of
2001 (relating to sunset of provisions of such Aect) shall
