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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Remuneration for Eco-
logical and Societal Tolls Occasioned by Reckless Errors
Act” or the “RESTORE Act”.

SEC. 2. REPEAL OF LIMITATION OF LIABILITY.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 305 of title 46, United
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States Code, is amended by striking sections 30503,
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30504, 30505, 30506, 30507, 30511, and 30512.
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(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 30502 of
title 46, United States Code, is amended by striking *(ex-
cept section 30503)".

(¢) TABLE OF SECTIONS AMENDMENT.—The table of
sections in chapter 305 of title 46, United States Code,
1s amended by striking the items related to sections
30503, 30504, 30505, 30506, 30507, 30511, and 30512.
SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATE.
