“(2) pay for a period not to exceed 10 years an-
nual easement payments in the ageregate not to ex-
ceed the lesser of—

“(A) $250,000; or
“(B) the difference in the value of the land
with and without the easement;

“(3) provide necessary technical assistance to

assist owners in complying with the terms and con-
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ditions of the easement and the comprehensive con-

servation plan; and

“(4) permit the land to be used for wildlife ac-
tivities, including hunting and fishing, if such use is
permitted by the owner.

“(e) TIME OF PAYMENT.—The Secretary shall pro-
vide payment for oblications incurred by the Secretary
under this section—

“(1) with respect to any cost sharing obligation,
as soon as possible after the obligation is incurred;

“(2) with respect to any annual easement pay-
ment oblication, as soon as possible after October 1
of each year.

“(f) COST SHARING PAYMENTS.—In making cost

“(1) The conservation reserve program under
subchapter B of chapter 1 of subtitle D, including,
to the maximum extent practicable, $50,000,000 for
the period of fiscal years 2014 through 2018 to
carry out section 1235(f) to facilitate the transfer of
land subject to contracts from retired or retiring
owners and operators to beginning farmers or ranch-
ers and socially disadvantaged farmers or ranchers.

“(2) The conservation security program under
subchapter A of chapter 2 of subtitle D, using such
sums as are necessary to administer contracts en-
tered into before September 30, 2008.

“(3) The conservation stewardship program
under subchapter B of chapter 2 of subtitle D.

“(4) The environmental quality incentives pro-
oram under chapter 4 of subtitle D, using, to the
maximum extent practicable, $1,542,500,000 for
cach fiscal year.

“(5) The conservation innovation grant pro-
oram under section 12408, using, to the maximum
extent practicable, $100,000,000 for each fiscal

year.
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“(6) The agricultural conservation easement
program under subtitle I, using, to the maximum
extent practicable, $704,000,000 for each fiscal
year, of which not less than 70 percent shall be used
to carry out section 1265C.

“(7) The conservation loan and loan guarantee
program under section 1246, using, to the maximum
extent practicable, for each fiscal year—

“(A) $200,000,000 for direct loans; and
“(B) $150,000,000 for loan guarantees.”.

(b) GUARANTEED AVAILABILITY OF KUNDS.—Sec-

tion 1241 of the Food Security Act of 1985 (16 U.S.C.
3841) is amended—

(1) by redesignating subsections (b) through (h)
as subsections (¢) through (i), respectively; and

(2) by inserting after subsection (a) the fol-
lowing:

“(b) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-
oraph (2), amounts made available by subsection (a)
shall be used by the Secretary to carry out the pro-
orams specified in such subsection for fiscal years
2014 through 2018 and shall remain available until
expended. Amounts made available for the programs

13 of subtitle D, and shall remain available until ex-

15 (¢) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE.—Section 1241(¢) of the

16 Food Security Act of 1985 (as redesignated by subsection

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SEC. 1702. CONSERVATION LOAN AND LOAN GUARANTEE

PROGRAM.

Subtitle E of title XII of the Food Security Act of

1985 (16 U.S.C. 3841 et seq.) is amended by adding at

the end the following new section:

“SEC. 1246. CONSERVATION LOAN AND LOAN GUARANTEE

PROGRAM.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may make or

cuarantee qualified conservation loans to eligible bor-

rowers under this section.

In this section:

“(b) DEFINITIONS.

“(1) QUALIFIED CONSERVATION LOAN.—The
term ‘qualified conservation loan’” means a loan, the
proceeds of which are used to cover the costs to the
borrower of carrying out a qualified conservation
project.

“(2) QUALIFIED CONSERVATION PROJECT.—
The term ‘qualified conservation project’ means con-
servation measures that address provisions of a com-
prehensive conservation plan of the eligible borrower.

“(3) CONSERVATION LOAN PLAN.—The term
‘conservation loan plan’ means a plan, approved by
the Secretary, that, for a farming or ranching oper-

ation, identifies—
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“(A) the conservation activities that will be

addressed with loan funds provided under this

section, including—

“(1) the installation of conservation
structures to address soil, water, and re-
lated resources;

“(11) the establishment of forest cover
for sustained yield timber management,
erosion control, or shelterbelt purposes;

“(111) the 1installation of water con-
servation measures;

“(iv) the installation of waste manage-
ment systems;

“(v) the establishment or improve-
ment of permanent pasture; or

“(vi) other purposes consistent with
the plan, including the adoption of any
other emerging or existing conservation
practices, techniques, or technologies ap-
proved by the Secretary; and

“(B) how and to what extent the conserva-

tion project will support the implementation of

a comprehensive conservation plan and improve

the conditions of identified priority resource

conceerns.
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“(¢) ELIGIBLE BORROWERS.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may make
or guarantee qualified conservation loans under this
section to—

“(A) farmers or ranchers engaged pri-
marily and directly in agricultural production in
the United States; or

“(B) farm cooperatives, private domestic
corporations, partnerships, joint operations,
trusts, or limited liability companies that are—

“(1) controlled by farmers or ranchers;
and

“(i1) engaged primarily and directly in
agricultural production in the United

States.

“(2) CONSERVATION LOAN PLAN.—In order to
be eligible to receive a loan or loan guarantee under
this section, an entity described in paragraph (1)
shall have a conservation loan plan.

“(d) PRIORITY.—In making or guaranteeing qualified
conservation loans under this section, the Secretary shall
give priority to—

“(1) qualified beginning farmers or ranchers

and socially disadvantaged farmers or ranchers;
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“(2) owners or tenants who use the loans to
convert to sustainable or organic agricultural pro-
duction systems;

“(3) producers who use the loans to build con-
servation structures or establish conservation prac-
tices to 1mplement a comprehensive conservation
plan;

“(4) projects that will do the most to address
priority resource concerns, as specified in a con-
servation loan plan; and

“(5) projects that are designed to help pro-
ducers comply with, or avoid the need for, local,
State, or Federal regulation.

“(e) LAMITATIONS APPLICABLE TO LOAN GUARAN-

TEES.—The portion of a qualified conservation loan that
the Secretary may guarantee under this section shall be

not more than 90 percent of the principal amount of the

“(f) ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS.—

“(1) GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION.—The Sec-
retary shall ensure, to the maximum extent prac-
ticable, that qualified conservation loans made or
cuaranteed under this section are distributed across

diverse geographic regions, while still prioritizing
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qualified conservation projects with the greatest con-
servation or environmental benefit.

“(2) AGENCY COOPERATION.—The Secretary
shall ensure proper cooperation between the Natural
Resources Conservation Service, which shall review
and approve comprehensive loan plans and provide
technical assistance for qualified conservation
projects, and the Farm Service Agency, which will
approve and issue loans and loan guarantees under
this section.

“(3) INTEREST RATES.

The Secretary shall
ensure that a loan made under this section is made
at or below market rate.”.

Subtitle I—Agricultural
Conservation Easement Program
SEC. 1801. AGRICULTURAL CONSERVATION EASEMENT

PROGRAM.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Title XII of the Food Secu-
rity Act of 1985 is amended by adding at the end the fol-
lowing:

“Subtitle H—Agricultural
Conservation Easement Program

“SEC. 1265. ESTABLISHMENT AND PURPOSES.

“(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary shall estab-

lish an agricultural conservation easement program for the
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I conservation of eligible land and natural resources through

2 easements or other interests in land.

3 “(b) PURPOSES.—The purposes of the program are
4 to—

5 “(1) combine the purposes and coordinate the
6 functions of the wetlands reserve program estab-
7 lished under section 1237, the grassland reserve pro-
8 oram established under section 1238N, and the
9 farmland protection program established under sec-
10 tion 12381, as such sections were in effect on Sep-
11 tember 30, 2013;

12 “(2) restore, protect, and enhance wetland on
13 eligible land;

14 “(3) protect and enhance the agricultural use,
15 viability, and related conservation values of eligible
16 land by limiting nonagricultural uses of that land,
17 and

18 “(4) protect grazing uses and related conserva-
19 tion values by restoring and conserving eligible land.

20 “SEC. 1265A. DEFINITIONS.

21 “In this subtitle:

22 “(1) AGRICULTURAL LAND EASEMENT.—The
23 term ‘agricultural land easement’ means an ease-
24 ment or other interest in eligible land that—
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“(A) is conveyed for the purposes of pro-
tecting natural resources and the agricultural
nature of the land, and of promoting agricul-
tural viability for future generations; and

“(B) permits the landowner the right to
continue agricultural production and related
uses subject to an agricultural land easement
plan.

“(2) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘eligible en-
means—

“(A) an agency of State or local govern-
ment or an Indian tribe (including a farmland
protection board or land resource council estab-
lished under State law); or

“(B) an organization that is—

“(i) organized for, and at all times
since the formation of the organization has
been operated principally for, 1 or more of
the conservation purposes specified 1in
clause (1), (i), (i), or (iv) of section
170(h)(4)(A) of the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986;

“(i1) an organization described in sec-

tion 501(¢)(3) of that Code that is exempt
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from taxation under section 501(a) of that
Code; or
“(ii1) described in—
“(I) paragraph (1) or (2) of sec-
tion 509(a) of that Code; or
“(II) section 509(a)(3) of that
Code and is controlled by an organiza-
tion described in section 509(a)(2) of
that Code.
“(3) EL1GIBLE LAND.—The term ‘eligible land’
means private or tribal land that is—

“(A) in the case of an agricultural land
easement, agricultural land, including land on a
farm or ranch—

“(1) that is subject to a pending offer
for purchase from an eligible entity;

“(11) that—

“(I) has prime, unique, or other
productive soil;

“(II) contains historical or ar-
chaeological resources; or

“(II) the protection of which will
further a State or local policy con-
sistent with the purposes of the pro-

oram; and
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“(111) that is—

“(I) eropland;

“(IT) rangeland;

“(IT) erassland or land that con-
tains forbs, or shrubland for which
orazing is the predominant use;

“(IV) pastureland; or

“(V) nonindustrial private forest
land that contributes to the economic
viability of an offered parcel or serves
as a buffer to protect such land from

development;

“(B) in the case of a wetland easement, a

wetland or related area, including—

“(1) farmed or converted wetland, to-

gether with the adjacent land that is fune-
tionally dependent on that land, if the Sec-

retary determines it—

“(I) 1s likely to be successfully
restored in a cost effective manner;
and

“(II) will maximize the wildlife
benefits and wetland functions and

values as determined by the Secretary
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in consultation with the Secretary of

the Interior at the local level;

“(i1) eropland or grassland that was
used for agricultural production prior to
flooding from the natural overflow of a
closed basin lake or pothole, as determined
by the Secretary, together (where prac-
ticable) with the adjacent land that is
functionally dependent on the cropland or
orassland;

“(1) farmed wetland and adjoining
land that—

“(I) 1s enrolled in the conserva-
tion reserve program;

“(IT) has the highest wetland
functions and values; and

“(IT) is likely to return to pro-
duction after the land leaves the con-
servation reserve program;

“(iv) riparian areas that link wetland
that 1s protected by easements or some
other device that achieves the same pur-
pose as an easement; or

“(v) other wetland of an owner that

would not otherwise be eligible, if the Sec-
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retary determines that the inclusion of

such wetland in such easement would sig-

nificantly add to the functional value of the

easement; or

“(C) in the case of both an agricultural
land easement or wetland easement, other land
that is incidental to eligible land if the Sec-
retary determines that it is necessary for the ef-
ficient administration of the easements under
this program.

“(4) PROGRAM.—The term ‘program’ means
the agricultural conservation easement program es-
tablished by this subtitle.

“(5) WETLAND EASEMENT.—The term ‘wetland
easement’ means a reserved interest in eligible land
that—

“(A) 1s defined and delineated in a deed;
and
“(B) stipulates—
“(1) the rights, title, and interests in
land conveyed to the Secretary; and
“(i1) the rights, title, and interests in

land that are reserved to the landowner.
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“SEC. 1265B. AGRICULTURAL LAND EASEMENTS.

“(a) AVAILABILITY OF ASSISTANCE.—The Secretary

shall facilitate and provide funding for—

“(1) the purchase by eligible entities of agricul-
tural land easements and other interests in eligible
land; and

“(2) technical assistance to provide for the con-
servation of natural resources pursuant to an agri-
cultural land easement plan.

“(b) COST-SHARE ASSISTANCE.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall provide
cost-share assistance to eligible entities for pur-
chasing agricultural land easements to protect the
agricultural use, including grazing, and related con-
servation values of eligible land.

“(2) SCOPE OF ASSISTANCE AVAILABLE.—

“(A) FEDERAL SHARE.—Subject to sub-
paragraph (C), an agreement described in para-
oraph (4) shall provide for a Federal share de-
termined by the Secretary of an amount not to
exceed 50 percent of the fair market value of
the agricultural land easement or other interest
in land, as determined by the Secretary using—

“(1) the Uniform Standards of Profes-

sional Appraisal Practice;
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“(i1) an area-wide market analysis or
survey; or

“(i11) another industry-approved meth-
od.

“(B) NON-FEDERAL SHARE.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to sub-
paragraph (C), under the agreement, the
eligible entity shall provide a share that is
at least equivalent to that provided by the
Secretary.

“(i1) SOURCE OF CONTRIBUTION.—An
eligible entity may include as part of its
share a charitable donation or qualified
conservation contribution (as defined by
section 170(h) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986) from the private landowner
if the eligible entity contributes its own
cash resources in an amount that is at
least 50 percent of the amount contributed
by the Secretary.

“(C) WAIVER AUTHORITY.—In the case of

orassland of special environmental significance,
as determined by the Secretary, the Secretary
may provide up to 75 percent of the fair market

value of the agricultural land easement.
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“(3) EVALUATION AND RANKING OF APPLICA-

“(A) CRITERIA.—The Secretary shall es-
tablish evaluation and ranking criteria to maxi-
mize the benefit of Federal investment under
the program.

“(B) CONSIDERATIONS.—In establishing

the criteria, the Secretary shall emphasize sup-

port for
“(i) protecting agricultural uses and
enhancing related conservation values of
the land; and
“(i1) maximizing the protection of
areas devoted to agricultural use and the
conservation values that can be derived
from the land.

“(C) PrIORITY.—If the Secretary deter-
mines that the environmental values of two or
more applications for cost-share assistance are
comparable, the Secretary shall assign a higher
priority to a program application which will
achieve the environment and conservation val-
ues using practices and systems the assessed
cost of which 1s lower.

“(4) AGREEMENTS WITH ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—
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“(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall
enter into agreements with eligible entities to
stipulate the terms and conditions under which
the eligible entity is permitted to use cost-share
assistance provided under this section.

“(B) LENGTH OF AGREEMENTS.—AnN
agreement shall be for a term that is—

“(1) in the case of an eligible entity
certified under the process deseribed 1n
paragraph (5), a minimum of 5 years; and

“(i1) for all other eligible entities, at
least 3, but not more than 5 years.

“(C) MINIMUM TERMS AND CONDITIONS.—
An eligible entity shall be authorized to use its
own terms and conditions for agricultural land
easements so long as the Secretary determines
such terms and conditions—

“(1) are consistent with the purposes
of the program;

“(i1) are permanent or for the max-
imum duration allowed under applicable
State law;

“(1) permit effective enforcement of
the conservation purposes of such ecase-

ments, including appropriate restrictions

“(iv) include a right of enforcement

for the Secretary that may be used if the
terms of the easement are not enforced by

the holder of the easement;

“(v) subject the land in which such an

interest is purchased to an agricultural

land easement plan that—

“(I) describes the activities which
promote the long-term viability of the
land to meet the purposes for which
the easement was acquired;

“(IT) requires the management of
orassland according to a grassland
management plan; and

“(III) ncludes a comprehensive
conservation plan, and requires, at the
option of the Secretary, the conversion
of highly erodible cropland to less in-
tensive uses; and

“(v1) include a limit on the impervious

surfaces to be allowed that 1s consistent
with the purposes of the program under

section 1265(b).
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“(D)  SUBSTITUTION  OF  QUALIFIED

PROJECTS.—An agreement shall allow, upon
mutual agreement of the parties, substitution of
qualified projects that are identified at the time
of the proposed substitution.

“(E) EFFECT OF VIOLATION.—If a wviola-
tion occurs of a term or condition of an agree-
ment under this subsection—

“(1) the Secretary may terminate the
agreement; and
“(i1) the Secretary may require the el-
igible entity to refund all or part of any
payments received by the entity under the
program, with interest on the payments as
determined appropriate by the Secretary.
“(5) CERTIFICATION OF ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—

The Sec-

“(A) CERTIFICATION PROCESS.
retary shall establish a process under which the
Secretary may—

“(1) direetly certify eligible entities
that meet established criteria;

“(i1) enter into long-term agreements
with certified eligible entities; and

“(i11) accept proposals for cost-share

assistance for the purchase of agricultural
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land easements throughout the duration of

such agreements.

“(B) CERTIFICATION CRITERIA.—In order
to be certified, an eligible entity shall dem-
onstrate to the Secretary that the entity will
maintain, at a minimum, for the duration of the
agreement—

“(1) a plan for administering ease-
ments that is consistent with the purpose
of this subtitle;

“(i1) the capacity and resources to
monitor and enforce agricultural land ease-
ments; and

“(i11) policies and procedures to en-
sure—

“(I) the long-term integrity of
agricultural land easements on eligible
land;

“(IT) timely completion of acqui-
sitions of easements; and

“(III) timely and complete eval-
uation and reporting to the Secretary
on the use of funds provided under
the program.

“(C) REVIEW AND REVISION.—
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“(1) REVIEW.—The Secretary shall
conduct a review of eligible entities cer-
tified under subparagraph (A) every 3
yvears to ensure that such entities are
meeting the criteria established under sub-
paragraph (B).

“(i1) REVOCATION.—If the Secretary
finds that the certified eligible entity no

longer meets the criteria established under

subparagraph (B), the Secretary may
“(I) allow the certified -eligible
entity a specified period of time, at a
minimum 180 days, in which to take
such actions as may be necessary to
meet the criteria; and
“(II) revoke the certification of
the eligible entity, if, after the speci-
fied period of time, the certified entity
does not meet such criteria.
“(¢) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE.—The Secretary may
provide technical assistance, if requested, to assist in—
“(1) compliance with the terms and conditions
of easements; and
“(2) implementation of an agricultural land

easement plan.
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“SEC. 1265C. WETLAND EASEMENTS.

“(a) AVAILABILITY OF ASSISTANCE.—The Secretary
shall provide assistance to owners of eligible land to re-
store, protect, and enhance wetland through—

“(1) ecasements and related wetland easement
plans; and
“(2) technical assistance.

“(b) EASEMENTS.—

“(1) METHOD OF ENROLLMENT.—The Sec-
retary shall enroll eligible land through the use of—

“(A) 30-year easements;

“(B) permanent easements;

“(C) easements for the maximum duration
allowed under applicable State laws; or

“(D) as an option for Indian tribes only,
30-year contracts (which shall be considered to
be 30-year contracts for the purposes of this

subtitle).

“(2) LIMITATIONS.
“(A) INELIGIBLE LAND.—The Secretary
may not acquire wetland easements on—

“(1) land established to trees under
the conservation reserve program, except in
cases where the Secretary determines it
would further the purposes of the program;
and
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“(11) farmed wetland or converted wet-
land where the conversion was not com-
menced prior to December 23, 1985.

“(B) CHANGES IN OWNERSHIP.—No wet-
land easement shall be created on land that has
changed ownership during the preceding 24-
month period unless—

“(1) the new ownership was acquired
by will or succession as a result of the
death of the previous owner;

“(11)(I) the ownership change occurred
because of foreclosure on the land; and

“(IT) immediately before the fore-
closure, the owner of the land exercises a
right of redemption from the mortgage
holder in accordance with State law; or

“(ii1) the Secretary determines that
the land was acquired under circumstances
that give adequate assurances that such
land was not acquired for the purposes of
placing it in the program.

“(3) EVALUATION AND RANKING OF OFFERS.—

“(A) CRITERIA.—The Secretary shall es-

tablish evaluation and ranking criteria to maxi-
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mize the benefit of Federal investment under

the program.

“(B) CONSIDERATIONS.—When evaluating

offers from landowners, the Secretary may con-

sider—

“(1) the conservation benefits of ob-
taining a wetland easement, including the
potential environmental benefits if the land
was removed from agricultural production;

“(11) the cost-effectiveness of each
wetland easement, so as to maximize the
environmental benefits per dollar expended;

“(i1) whether the landowner or an-
other person is offering to contribute fi-
nancially to the cost of the wetland ease-
ment to leverage Federal funds; and

“(1v) such other factors as the Sec-
retary determines are necessary to carry
out the purposes of the program.

“(C) PrIORITY.—The Secretary shall place

priority on acquiring wetland easements based

on the value of the wetland easement for pro-

tecting and enhancing habitat for migratory

birds and other wildhfe.
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“(4) AGREEMENT.—To be eligible to place eligi-
ble land into the program through a wetland ease-
ment, the owner of such land shall enter into an
agreement with the Secretary to—

“(A) grant an easement on such land to
the Secretary;

“(B) authorize the implementation of a
wetland easement plan;

“(C) create and record an appropriate
deed restriction in accordance with applicable
State law to reflect the easement agreed to;

“(D) provide a written statement of con-
sent to such easement signed by those holding
a security interest in the land;

“(E) comply with the terms and conditions
of the easement and any related agreements;
and

“(F) permanently retire any existing crop-
land base and allotment history for the land on
which the easement has been obtained.

“(5) TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF EASEMENT.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A wetland easement

shall include terms and conditions that—

“(1) permit—

“(IT) owners to control public ac-
cess on the easement areas while iden-
tifying access routes to be used for
restoration activities and management
and easement monitoring;

“(11) prohibit—

“(I) the alteration of wildlife
habitat and other natural features of
such land, unless specifically author-
ized by the Secretary;

“(IT) the spraying of such land
with chemicals or the mowing of such
land, except where such spraying or
mowing is authorized by the Secretary
or 1s necessary—

“(aa) to comply with Ked-
eral or State noxious weed con-
trol laws;

“(bb) to comply with a Fed-
eral or State emergency pest

treatment program; or
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“(ce) to meet habitat needs
of specific wildlife species;

“(III) any activities to be carried
out on the owner’s or successor’s land
that is immediately adjacent to, and
functionally related to, the land that
1s subject to the easement if such ac-
tivities will alter, degrade, or other-
wise diminish the functional value of
the eligible land; and

“(IV) the adoption of any other
practice that would tend to defeat the
purposes of the program, as deter-
mined by the Secretary;

“(i11) provide for the efficient and ef-
fective establishment of wetland functions
and values; and

“@iv) include such additional provi-
sions as the Secretary determines are de-
sirable to carry out the program or facili-
tate the practical administration thereof.
“(B) VIOLATION.—On the violation of the

terms or conditions of the wetland easement,
the wetland easement shall remain in force and

“(B) to producers participating in a
project that addresses water quality concerns
and In an amount sufficient to encourage adop-
tion of conservation practices and systems that
improve nutrient management.

“(3) WAIVER AUTHORITY.—To assist in the im-
plementation of the program, the Secretary may
waive the applicability of the limitation in section
1001D(b)(2) of this Act for participating producers
if the Secretary determines that the waiver is nec-
essary to fulfill the objectives of the program.

“(4) PAYMENTS TO PARTNERS.

The Secretary

shall provide, directly or through cooperative and
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contribution agreements with partners, financial as-

sistance to such partners to complete tasks essential

to the success of the project which may include nat-
ural resource assessment and planning, outreach to
producers, monitoring, technical assistance, and
evaluation of project progress and other such essen-
tial tasks as determined by the Secretary.

“SEC. 1271D. FUNDING.

“(a) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.—The Secretary shall
use $100,000,000 of the funds of the Commodity Credit
Corporation for each of fiscal years 2014 through 2018
to carry out the program established under this subtitle.

“(b) DURATION OF AVAILABILITY.—Funds made
available under subsection (a) shall remain available until
expended.

“(¢) ADDITIONAL FUNDING AND ACRES.—

“(A) RETURN.—Any funds or acres re-
served under paragraph (1) of this section for
a fiscal year from a covered program that are
not obligated under this program by April 1 of
that fiscal year shall be returned for use under
the covered program or redirected to support
unfunded applications within the geographic
areas of approved partnership agreements.

“(B) REALLOCATION.—Any funds reserved
under paragraph (2) of this section for a fiscal
year that are not obligated under this program
by April 1 of that fiscal year shall be reallo-
cated to partners demonstrating the highest
level of performance in achieving the objectives

of the program.

“(d) ALLOCATION OF FUNDING.—Of the funds and
acres made available for the program under subsections

(a) and (c), the Secretary shall allocate—

“(1) 40 percent of the funds and acres to

projects based on a State competitive process admin-
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istered by the State conservationist, with the advice

of the State technical committee; and

“(2) 60 percent of the funds and acres to
projects based on a national competitive process to
be established by the Secretary, of which 60 percent
shall be reserved for the critical conservation areas
designated under section 1271F.

“SEC. 1271E. ADMINISTRATION.

“(a) DISCLOSURE.—The Secretary shall make pub-
licly available information on projects selected through the
competitive process described in section 1271B(d)(1).

“(b) REPORTING.—Not later than December 31,
2013, and every 2 years thereafter, the Secretary shall
submit to the Committee on Agriculture of the House of
Representatives and the Committee on Agriculture, Nutri-
tion, and Forestry of the Senate a report on the status
of projects funded under the program, including—

ducers participating in the partnership agreements
selected;

“(2) the number of producers receiving assist-
ance;

“(3) total funding committed to projects, in-

cluding Federal and non-Federal resources; and
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“(4) a description of how funds are being ad-

“(A) any oversicht mechanisms that the
Secretary has implemented;

“(B) the process through which the Sec-
retary 1s resolving appeals by program partici-
pants; and

“(C) the means by which the Secretary is
tracking adherence to any applicable provisions
for payment eligibility.

“(¢) EVALUATION.—Partners shall provide to the
Secretary—
“(1) annual performance reports;
“(2) at the end of each multi-year project, a
performance report that describes—

“(A) the progress that has been made to-
wards attainment of conservation objectives and
landscape-scale conservation outcomes;

“(B) the methods that have been used to
measure progress being made toward attain-
ment of conservation objectives and landscape-
scale conservation outcomes;

“(C) the number of producers who partici-

pated; and
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“(D) the conservation practices adopted
and the frequency of adoption.
“SEC. 1271F. CRITICAL CONSERVATION AREAS.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—When administering the funding
reserved for critical conservation areas under section
1271D(d)(2), the Secretary shall select applications for
partnership agreements and producer contracts within
critical conservation areas designated under this section.

“(b) CRITICAL CONSERVATION AREA DESIGNA-

“(1) concerns for groundwater, surface
water, aquifer, or other water sources; or

“(E) is subject to regulatory requirements
that could reduce the economic scope of agricul-
tural operations within the area; or

“(F) is recognized as vital habitat for mi-
orating wildlife.

designations under this section shall expire after 5
years, subject to redesignation, except that the Sec-
retary may withdraw designation from an area if the
Secretary finds the area no longer meets the condi-
tions described in paragraph (1).

(1) REPEAL.—Section 2507 of the Farm Secu-
