INTRODUCTION BY SENATOR ROBERT MENENDEZ,
CHAIRMAN, (112tH CONGRESS),
SENATE COMMITTEE ON FOREIGN RELATIONS 1

The Committee on Foreign Relations maintained an active agen-
da during the 112th Congress. The committee and its subcommit-
tees held a total of 149 sessions, which included hearings and brief-
ings on major U.S. foreign policy priorities, and consideration of
legislation, treaties, and nominations. Committee activity included
the following:

¢ Oversight of the conflict in Afghanistan and Pakistan including
nine hearings and briefings on this region and two reports: in
June 2011, the committee issued “Evaluating U.S. Foreign
Assistance to Afghanistan,” which was the most comprehensive
congressional investigation to date of U.S. foreign assistance to
Afghanistan. The report focused on funding appropriated by
Congress to the State Department and the U.S. Agency for
International Development (USAID). In December 2011, the
committee issued “Central Asia and the Transition in Afghani-
stan,” which examined the link between developing a compre-
hensive Central Asia strategy and U.S. initiatives to promote
peace and stability in Afghanistan and the region;

e Focus on the Middle East and North Africa, including S. 618,
which established Egyptian-American and Tunisian-American
Enterprise Funds, and was ultimately incorporated and signed
into law in H.R. 2055, The Consolidated Appropriations Act of
2012 (P.L. 112-74); and S. 2165, the United States-Israel
Enhanced Security Cooperation Act of 2012, which was re-
ported out of committee on June 27, 2012, and was enacted
into law on July 27, 2012 (P.L. 112-150);

1'This review and report of activities of the Committee on Foreign Relations during the 112th
Congress is submitted in response to the requirements of Rule XXVI 8(b) of the Standing Rules
of the Senate, which stipulate that all standing committees report to the Senate, not later than
March 31 of each odd-numbered year, on its legislative activities during the preceding Congress.
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e Authorization of the limited use of U.S. Armed Forces in Libya
in S.J. Res. 20;

e Addressing acts of transnational organized crime, genocide,
crimes against humanity and war crimes, and to working to
bring perpetrators to justice by reporting out S. 2318, which
authorized rewards for information leading to the arrest or
conviction of persons involved in such crimes. This bill was
signed into law on January 15, 2013 (P.L. 112-283);

e Addressing human rights abuses and corruption in Russia
through reporting out S. 1039, Sergei Magnitsky Rule of Law
Accountability Act of 2012. The bill was ultimately signed into
law as Title IV of H.R. 6156, Russia and Moldova Jackson-
Vanik Repeal and Sergei Magnitsky Rule of Law Account-
ability Act of 2012 (P.L. 112-208); and

¢ Consideration of several treaties, including the United Nations
Convention on the Law of the Sea and the Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CPRD). The CPRD was
voted out of committee by a bipartisan vote on the 22nd anni-
versary of the enactment of the Americans with Disabilities
Act, July 26, 2012.

The Senate did not approve any treaties during the second session.

2. OTHER TREATIES CONSIDERED BY THE COMMITTEE

On June 7, 2011, the Committee held a public hearing on the fol-
lowing five treaties:

e Treaty with Rwanda Concerning Protection of Investment
(Treaty Doc. 110-23);

e Mutual Legal Assistance Treaty with Bermuda (Treaty Doc.
111-6);

e Tax Convention with Hungary, and a related agreement (Trea-
ty Doc. 111-7);

e Protocol Amending Tax Convention with Luxembourg, and a
related agreement (Treaty Doc. 111-8); and

e Protocol Amending Tax Convention with the Swiss Confed-
eration, and a related agreement (Treaty Doc. 112-1).

The Committee voted on July 26, 2011, to report favorably these
five treaties to the Senate for its advice and consent to ratification.
On September 26, 2011, the Senate approved the Investment Trea-
ty with Rwanda (Treaty Doc. 110-23) and the Mutual Legal Assist-
ance Treaty with Bermuda (Treaty Doc. 111-6), but no further ac-
tion was taken on the three tax treaties, and they were rereferred
to the Committee at the end of the Second Session.

The Committee held four hearings on the Law of the Sea Treaty
(Treaty Doc. 103-39): May 23; June 14, both morning and afternoon
sessions; and June 28, 2012. The Senate took no further action on
the Treaty during the 112th Congress, and it was rereferred to the
Committee at the end of the Second Session.

On July 12, 2012, the Committee conducted a hearing to examine
the U.N. Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
(Treaty Doc. 112-7). By a vote of 13-6 on July 26, 2012, the Com-
mittee ordered reported the Convention to the Senate with three
reservations, eight understandings, and two declarations, and the
Committee reported the Convention on July 31, 2012 (Ex. Rept.
112-6). The Senate considered the Convention on November 27 and
again on December 4, at which time it voted 61-38 not to approve
the resolution of advice and consent to ratification. The Convention
was rereferred to the Committee at the end of the Second Session.

1. DEPARTMENT OF STATE

Fourteen nominations for State Department officials were re-
ferred to the Committee: Deputy Secretary of State, Under Sec-
retary for Arms Control and International Security, Under Sec-
retary for Political Affairs, Under Secretary for Public Diplomacy,
Director General of the Foreign Service, Coordinator for Recon-
struction and Stabilization, and 8 Assistant Secretaries. The nomi-
nations for Under Secretary for Arms Control and International Se-
curity and Assistant Secretary for Energy Resources were not con-
firmed and were returned to the President at the end of the Second
Session. The other 12 nominations were confirmed by the Senate.

2. AMBASSADORS

A total of 97 country ambassadors were referred to the Com-
mittee. Of these, 93 were confirmed by the Senate and 4 were with-
drawn by the President. The Committee received one nomination
for Ambassador at Large and 9 nominations for rank of Ambas-
sador, all of which were confirmed. The Committee also received,
and the Senate approved, 3 nominations for personal rank of Ca-
reer Ambassador in recognition of especially distinguished service.

3. OTHERS

There were five nominations for Assistant Administrator posi-
tions with the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID),
one nomination for U.S. Alternate Executive Director of the Inter-
national Bank for Reconstruction and Development, and one nomi-
nation for U.S. Alternate Governor of the International Monetary
Fund. The IMF Alternate Governor nomination was reported out of
the Committee, but it was not confirmed by the Senate. The six
other nominations were confirmed. (One of the USAID nomina-
tions, Assistant Administrator for Legislative and Public Affairs,
was a privileged nomination.)

Twenty-five nominations for membership on boards and commis-
sions were received as follows: African Development Foundation
(2), Broadcasting Board of Governors (2), Inter-American Founda-
tion (2), U.S. Advisory Commission on Public Diplomacy (5), United
States-Canada International Joint Commission (2), World Health
Organization (1), Millennium Challenge Corporation (2), and Over-
seas Private Investment Corporation (9). The Senate confirmed 21

of these nominations, one was withdrawn by the President, and 3
were not confirmed and returned to the President at the end of the
second session. Beginning September 2011, a majority of the nomi-
nations for membership on boards and commissions falling under
the jurisdiction of the Committee were subject to the procedures in
S. Res. 116 governing privileged nominations.

4. PRIVILEGED NOMINATIONS

On June 29, 2011, the Senate agreed to S. Res. 116, a resolution
providing for expedited consideration of “privileged” nominations.
Under procedures set forth in the resolution, privileged nomina-
tions are not referred to their respective committees of jurisdiction
but are placed on the Senate Executive Calendar under a newly-
created privileged section. Upon receipt of nominees’ paperwork by
the committees of jurisdiction, the full Senate is free to consider
privileged nominations under normal procedures after a period of
10 session days.

Following are the nominations from the 112th Congress that fell
under the jurisdiction of the Committee and were governed by S.
Res. 116 procedures: Assistant Administrator for Legislative and
Public Affairs of the U.S. Agency for International Development;
Member of the Board of Directors of the African Development
Foundation (2); Member of the Board of Directors of the Inter-
American Foundation (2); Member of the U.S. Advisory Commis-
sion on Public Diplomacy (1); Member of the Board of Directors of
the Millennium Challenge Corporation (2); and Member of the
Board of Directors of the Overseas Private Investment Corporation
(3). One of these nominations was returned to the President and
the other 10 were confirmed by the Senate.

5. INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCES

Thirteen nominations to serve as United States representatives
and alternates to the United Nations General Assembly were re-
ferred to the Committee. Ten representatives and alternates were
confirmed by the Senate. The others were returned to the President
at the end of the second session.

E. ACTIVITIES

During the 112th Congress, the full Committee and its sub-
committees held a total of 148 meetings. The full Committee held
97 open and 15 closed meetings. The subcommittees met in 35 open
sessions and once in a meeting with both open and closed sessions.
These Committee activities included hearings on legislation, trea-
ties and nominations, as well as briefings and consultations with
officials of the Executive Branch and non-government witnesses on
current foreign policy matters. Members and staff made individual
trips abroad and participated in inter-parliamentary conferences to
further exercise the legislative oversight responsibilities of the
Committee. On 57 occasions Committee members received heads of
state and senior officials of foreign governments to discuss matters
of mutual interest.
