spection services were not performed by the delegated 11

State agency, a report containing— 12

‘‘(i) the reasons for the State agency’s fail-13

ure; and 14

‘‘(ii) the rationale as to whether or not the 15

Secretary will permit the State agency to retain 16

its delegated authority. 17

‘‘(B) A State agency may request that the delegation 18

of inspection authority to the agency be canceled by pro-19

viding written notice to the Secretary at least 90 days in 20

advance of the requested cancellation date. 21

‘‘(C) If a State agency that has been delegated the 22

authority under paragraph (2) of this subsection to per-23

form official inspection services at an export elevator at 24

an export port location on behalf of the Secretary intends 25
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to temporarily discontinue such official inspection services 1

or weighing services for any reason, except in the case of 2

a major disaster, the State agency shall notify the Sec-3

retary in writing of its intention to do so at least 72 hours 4

in advance of the discontinuation date. The receipt of such 5

prior notice shall be considered by the Secretary as a miti-6

gating factor in determining whether to maintain or re-7

voke the delegation of authority to the State agency.’’. 8

and determine if the State agency is qualified to 5

continue to perform official inspection services at ex-6

port elevators at export port locations on behalf of 7

the Secretary under such section, as amended by 8

this subsection. The Secretary shall conduct the re-9

view subject to the requirements of section 7(e) of 10

the United States Grain Standards Act (7 U.S.C. 11

79(e)), as amended by this subsection, and a State 12

agency determined to be qualified to continue to per-13

form such official inspection services shall be subject 14

thereafter to such requirements. 15

(e) CONTINUITY OF OPERATIONS.—Section 7(e) of 16

official inspection personnel employed by the Sec-24
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retary or by a State agency delegated such authority 1

under paragraph (2) of this subsection; or 2

‘‘(B) if interrupted, to be resumed at the export 3

elevator by utilizing official inspection personnel em-4

ployed by the Secretary or by another delegated 5

State agency as provided under paragraph (2) of 6

this subsection as follows: 7

‘‘(i) Within six hours after the interrup-8

tion, if the interruption is caused by a State 9

agency delegated such authority under this sub-10

section and the Secretary received advance no-11

tice of the interruption pursuant to paragraph 12

(4)(C) of this subsection.

‘‘(ii) Within 12 hours after the interrup-14

tion, if the State agency failed to provide the 15

required advance notice of the interruption.
