TITLE 11
GENERAL PROVISIONS

MAINTENANCE AND CARE OF PRIVATE VEHICLES

SEC. 201. No part of the funds appropriated in this
Act shall be used for the maintenance or care of private
vehacles, except for emergency assistance and cleaning as
may be provided under regulations relating to parking fa-
cilities for the House of Representatives issued by the Com-
mattee on House Administration and for the Senate issued
by the Commattee on Rules and Administration.

FISCAL YEAR LIMITATION

SEC. 202. No part of the funds appropriated in this

Act shall remain available for obligation beyond fiscal year

2016 unless expressly so provided in this Act.
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RATES OF COMPENSATION AND DESIGNATION

SEC. 203. Whenever in this Act any office or position
not specifically established by the Legislative Pay Act of
1929 (46 Stat. 32 et seq.) is appropriated for or the rate
of compensation or designation of any office or position ap-
propriated for is different from that specifically established
by such Act, the rate of compensation and the designation
wn this Act shall be the permanent law with respect thereto:
Provided, That the provisions in this Act for the various
items of official expenses of Members, officers, and commit-
tees of the Senate and House of Representatives, and clerk
hire for Senators and Members of the House of Representa-
twves shall be the permanent law with respect thereto.

CONSULTING SERVICES

SEC. 204. The expenditure of any appropriation under
this Act for any consulting service through procurement
contract, under section 3109 of title 5, United States Code,
shall be limited to those contracts where such expenditures
are a matter of public record and available for public in-
spection, except where otherwise provided under existing
law, or under existing Kxecutive order issued under existing
law.

COSTS OF LBFMC
SEC. 205. Amounts available for administrative ex-

penses of any legislative branch entity which participates

(LBFMC) established by charter on March 26, 1996, shall

For fiscal year 2016 and each fiscal year
thereafter, the Architect of the Capitol, in consultation with
the District of Columbia, is authorized to maintain and 1m-
prove the landscape features, excluding streets, in Square
580 up to the beginning of [-395.

LIMITATION ON TRANSFERS

SEC. 207. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or in-
strumentality of the United States Government, except pur-
suant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority provided
wn, this Act or any other appropriation Act.

GUIDED TOURS OF THE CAPITOL

SEC. 208. (a) Except as provided in subsection (b),
none of the funds made available to the Architect of the Cap-
itol in this Act may be used to eliminate or restrict guided

tours of the United States Capitol which are led by employ-
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ees and interns of offices of Members of Congress and other

offices of the House of Representatives and Senate.

(b) At the direction of the Capitol Police Board, or
at the direction of the Architect of the Capitol with the ap-
proval of the Capitol Police Board, guided tours of the
Unated States Capitol which are led by employees and in-
terns described in subsection (a) may be suspended tempo-
rarily or otherwise subject to restriction for security or re-
lated reasons to the same extent as guided tours of the
Unated States Capitol which are led by the Architect of the
Capitol.

BATTERY RECHARGING STATIONS FOR PRIVATELY OWNED
VEHICLES IN PARKING ARKEAS UNDER THE JURISDIC-
TION OF THE LIBRARIAN OF CONGRESS AT NO NET
COST TO THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT
Sec. 209. (a) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term

“covered employee” means—

(1) an employee of the Library of Congress; or

(2) any other individual who 1is authorized to
park in any parking area under the jurisdiction of
the Library of Congress on the Library of Congress
bwildings and grounds.

(b) AUTHORITY.—

(1) IN GENERAL—Subject to paragraph (3),

funds appropriated to the Architect of the Capitol
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under the heading “Capitol Power Plant” under the

heading “ARCHITECT OF THE CAPITOL” in any
fiscal year are available to construct, operate, and
maintain on a revmbursable basis battery recharging
stations in parking areas under the jurisdiction of the
Labrary of Congress on Library of Congress buildings
and grounds for use by privately owned vehicles used
by covered employees.

(2) VENDORS AUTHORIZED.—In carrying out
paragraph (1), the Architect of the Capitol may use
one or more vendors on a commission basis.

(3) APPROVAL OF CONSTRUCTION.—The Archi-
tect of the Capitol may construct or direct the con-
struction of battery recharging stations described
under paragraph (1) after—

(A4) submission of written notice detailing
the numbers and locations of the battery re-
charging stations to the Joint Committee on the
Library; and

(B) approval by that Committee.

(¢) FEES AND CHARGES.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), the
Architect of the Capitol shall charge fees or charges
Jor electricity provided to covered employees sufficient

to cover the costs to the Architect of the Capitol to
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carry out this section, including costs to any vendors
or other costs associated with maintaining the battery
charging stations.

(2) APPROVAL OF FEES OR CHARGES.—The Ar-
chitect of the Capitol may establish and adjust fees or
charges under paragraph (1) after—

(A4) submission of written notice detailing
the amount of the fee or charge to be established

or adjusted to the Joint Commattee on the Li-

brary; and

(B) approval by that Committee.

(d) DEPOSIT AND AVAILABILITY OF FEES, CHARGES,

AND COMMISSIONS.—Any fees, charges, or commaissions col-

lected by the Architect of the Capitol under this section shall

(1) deposited in the Treasury to the credit of the
appropriations account described wunder subsection
(b); and

(2) available for obligation without further ap-
propriation during the fiscal year collected.

(¢) REPORTS.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 30 days after
the end of each fiscal year, the Architect of the Capitol
shall submit a report on the financial administration

and cost recovery of activities under this section with
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respect to that fiscal year to the Joint Commattee on
the Library and the Committees on Appropriations of

the House of Representatives and Senate.

(2) AVOIDING SUBSIDY.—

(A) DETERMINATION.—Not later than 3
years after the date of enactment of this Act and
every 3 years thereafter, the Architect of the Cap-
vtol shall submat a report to the Joint Commattee
on the Library determining whether covered em-
ployees using battery charging stations as au-
thorized by this section are recewving a subsidy
from the taxpayers.

(B) MODIFICATION OF RATES AND FEES.—
If a determination is made under subparagraph
(A) that a subsidy is being received, the Architect
of the Capitol shall submit a plan to the Joint
Committee on the Library on how to update the
program to ensure no subsidy s being received.
If the Joint Committee does not act on the plan
within 60 days, the Architect of the Capitol shall
take appropriate steps to increase rates or fees to
ensure reimbursement for the cost of the program
consistent with an appropriate schedule for am-
ortization, to be charged to those using the charg-

mg stations.
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(f) EFrECTIVE DATE.—This section shall apply with
respect to fiscal year 2016 and each fiscal year thereafter.
