(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘“‘energy-effi-

ciency material” means a material (including a

product, equipment, or system) the installation

of which results in a reduction in use by a non-

hrofit oreanization of energyv or fuel.

B) INCLUSIONS.—The term ‘‘energv-effi-

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(1) a roof or ligchting system or compo-
nent of the system;

(i1) a window;

(iii) a door, including a security door;

(iv) a heating, ventilation, or air con-
ditioning system or component of the sys-
tem (including insulation and wiring and
plumbing improvements needed to serve a

(v) a renewable energy generation or
