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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “CHIP Mental Health
Parity Act”.

STANCE USE DISORDER SERVICES FOR CHIL-
DREN AND PREGNANT WOMEN UNDER THE

vides child health assistance for targeted low-income
children or targeted low-income pregnant women (as

“(A) include coverage of mental health serv-
1ces (including behavioral health treatment) nec-
essary to prevent, diagnose, and treat a broad
range of mental health symptoms and disorders,

(d) MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES PARITY.—Subpara-

graph (A) of paragraph (7) of section 2103(c) of the Social

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1397cc(c)) (as redesignated by sub-

section (b)(1)) 1s amended to read as follows:

“(A) IN GENERAL—A State child health
plan shall ensure that the financial requirements
and treatment limitations applicable to mental

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), the
amendments made by this section shall take effect
with respect to child health assistance provided on or
after the date that is one year after the date of the
enactment of this Act.

(2) EXCEPTION FOR STATE LEGISLATION.—In
the case of a State child health plan under title XXT
of the Social Security Act (or a waiver of such plan),
which the Secretary of Health and Huwman Services
determines requires State legislation in order for the
respective plan (or waiver) to meet any requirement
vmposed by the amendments made by this section, the
respective plan (or waiver) shall not be regarded as
Jailing to comply with the requirements of such title
solely on the basis of its failure to meet such an addi-
tional requirement before the first day of the first cal-
endar quarter beginning after the close of the first
reqular session of the State legislature that begins
after the date of enactment of this section. For pur-
poses of the previous sentence, in the case of a State
that has a 2-year legislative session, each year of the
sesston shall be considered to be a separate regular

sesston of the State legislature.
