(1) the percentage of individuals in Cuba who
are able to access the Internet and the infrastruc-
ture that would be needed in Cuba to reach the goal
of increasing that percentage to 50 percent by 2020;

(2) PERSON SUBJECT TO THE JURISDICTION OF
THE UNITED STATES.—The term “person subject to
the jurisdiction of the United States” means—

(A) any individual, wherever located, who
is a citizen or resident of the United States;

(B) any person located in the United
States;

(C) any corporation, partnership, associa-
tion, or other organization organized under the
laws of the United States or of any State, terri-
tory, possession, or district of the United
States; and

(D) any corporation, partnership, associa-
tion, or other organization, wherever organized
or doing business, that is owned or controlled
by a person described in subparagraph (A), (B),
or (C).
