SENATE BILL REFERRED

A Dbill of the Senate of the following
title was taken from the Speaker’s
table and, under the rule, referred as
follows:

S. 826. An act to reauthorize the Partners
for Fish and Wildlife Program and certain
wildlife conservation funds, to establish
prize competitions relating to the prevention
of wildlife poaching and trafficking, wildlife
conservation, the management of invasive
species, and the protection of endangered
species, and for other purposes; to the Com-
mittee on Agriculture; in addition, to the
Committee on Natural Resources; to the
Committee on Transportation and Infra-

structure; and to the Committee on Science,
Space and Technology for a period to be sub-
sequently determined by the Speaker, in
each case for consideration of such provi-
sions as fall within the jurisdiction of the
committee concerned.

BILLS PRESENTED TO THE
PRESIDENT

reported that on August 7, 2017, she
presented to the President of the
United States, for his approval, the fol-
lowing bills:

H.R. 2430. To amend the Federal Food,
Drug, and Cosmetic Act to revise and extend
the user-fee programs for prescription drugs,
medical devices, generic drugs, and bio-
similar biological products, and for other
purposes.

H.R. 3218. To amend title 38, United States
Code, to make certain improvements in the
laws administered by the Secretary of Vet-
erans Affairs, and for other purposes.

H.R. 873. To authorize the Global War on
Terror Memorial Foundation to establish the
National Global War on Terrorism Memorial
as a commemorative work in the District of
Columbia, and for other purposes.

H.R. 374. To remove the sunset provision of
section 203 of Public Law 105-384, and for
other purposes.

H.R. 510. To establish a system for integra-
tion of Rapid DNA instruments for use by
law enforcement to reduce violent crime and
reduce the current DNA analysis backlog.

H.R. 2210. To designate the community liv-
ing center of the Department of Veterans Af-
fairs in Butler Township, Butler County,
Pennsylvania, as the ‘Sergeant Joseph
George Kusick VA Community Living Cen-
ter”.
