Congress has the power to enact this legis-
lation pursuant to the following:

Article I; Section 8; Clause 1 of the Con-
stitution states The Congress shall have
Power To lay and collect Taxes, Duties, Im-
posts and Excises, to pay the Debts and pro-
vide for the common Defence and general
Welfare of the United States . . .

By Mr. LEWIS of Minnesota:

H.R. 5578.

Congress has the power to enact this legis-
lation pursuant to the following:

Article I, Section 8, clause 18 allows Con-
gress to make all laws which shall be nec-
essary and proper for carrying into execution
any of Congress’s enumerated powers, in-
cluding Congress’s powers over appropria-
tions.
