1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Upper Mississippi

River Flood Control Act”.

SEC. 2. UPPER MISSISSIPPI RIVER COMPREHENSIVE PLAN.

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of 1999 (33 U.S.C. 652 note) 1s amended—

“(A) the Federal cost share for non-
structural 1mprovements and ecasement costs;

“(B) the State and local cost share for
structural improvements.”’;

(2) 1 subsection (¢)—

(A) in paragraph (1), by striking *‘; and”
at the end and inserting *, the Governors of the

States within the Upper Mississippi and Illinois

River basins, representatives of the appropriate
levee and drainage districts, representatives of
nonprofit  organizations, agricultural stake-
holders, and other interested parties;’;
(B) in paragraph (2)—
(i) by striking “on the date of enact-
ment of this Act”’; and

and inserting “; and”’; and
(C) by adding at the end the following:
“(3) coordinate with the Secretary of Agri-
culture to provide assistance under section 3A(a) of
the Watershed Protection and Flood Prevention Act
(16 U.S.C. 1003a(a)) to local jurisdictions affected
