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provement Act”.
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1 SEC. 2. AMENDMENTS TO GRANT ELIGIBILITY FOR CER-

(a) THE RICHARD B. RUSSELL NATIONAL SCHOOL

(B) in subsection (f), by striking “and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Is-
lands” and inserting “the Commonwealth of the
Northern Mariana Islands, Federated States of
Micronesia, Republic of the Marshall Islands,
and the Republic of Palau”.
(2) Section  13(a)(1)(EK) (42  U.S.C.

1761(a)(1)(E))—

“;and” and

(A) in clause (vi1), by striking
inserting a semicolon;

(B) in clause (vii), by striking the period
and inserting a semicolon; and

(C) by adding at the end the following:

“(vii1) Federated States of Micronesia;

lands; and
“(x) the Republic of Palau.”.

(b) Toe CoHiLD NUTRITION AcT OF 1966.—The
