We must learn from this atrocity and 
continue to advocate for the protection of 
human rights for the Armenian people, and for 
all. I’m committed to working with my col-
leagues on the Armenian Caucus to always 
remember the victims of the pogroms in 
Sumgait and to ensure this history never re-
peats itself.
