INTRODUCTION OF THE COMMIS-
SION OF FINE ARTS DISTRICT OF
COLUMBIA HOME RULE ACT

Ms. NORTON. Madam Speaker, today, | in-
troduced the Commission of Fine Arts District
of Columbia Home Rule Act. This bill would
prohibit the Commission of Fine Arts (CFA)
from exercising authority over non-federal
property in the District of Columbia.

Under presidential executive orders (EOs)
and federal law, the CFA has review authority
for D.C.-owned parks and buildings, as well as
for certain private land in D.C. Under the rel-
evant EOs, CFA has review authority for the
design of D.C.-owned parks and buildings.
Under the Shipstead-Luce Act, CFA has re-
view authority for the design of private build-
ings in the District “adjacent to public buildings
and grounds of major importance,” such as
Rock Creek Park and the Potomac riverfront.
Under the Old Georgetown Act, the CFA has
review authority for the design of private build-
ings in the part of Georgetown referred to as
“Old Georgetown” in the act. The members of
the CFA are appointed by the President.

The federal government, including the CFA,
has no business in local land-use policies and
decisions unrelated to the federal presence.
Not only is the federal government’s authority
over D.C. buildings and private property anti-
democratic, it also delays and increases the
cost of public and private development in the
District.

This is an important step to increase home
rule for the District, and | urge my colleagues
to support this bill.

The House in Committee of the Whole
House on the state of the Union had under
consideration the bill (H.R. 2740) making ap-
propriations for the Departments of Labor,
Health and Human Services, and Education,
and related agencies for the fiscal year end-
ing September 30, 2020, and for other pur-
poses:

Mr. SOTO. Mr. Chair, | would like to ac-
knowledge that Division C of H.R. 2740, the
Defense Appropriations Act for FY 2020’s
Committee Report, H. Rept. 116—-84, provided
an additional $10 million general program in-
crease in funding for the Industrial Base Anal-
ysis and Sustainment Support Program within
the Research, Development, Test and Evalua-
tion, Defense-Wide Account. These funds will
allow the Department of Defense to leverage
existing public-private-partnerships to establish
a U.S. based manufacturing development plat-
form for advanced microelectronic system inte-
gration, including foundational copper-based
silicon interposer technology.

The Industrial Base Analysis and
Sustainment Program is dedicated to ensuring
that the Department of Defense is positioned
to more effectively, and efficiently, address in-
dustrial base issues, and support the National
Security Innovation Base. This includes the
ability to proactively mitigate supply chain
vulnerabilities within the global defense indus-
trial base, and to cultivate next generation,
emerging, defense manufacturing and tech-
nology sectors.

Continued U.S. global leadership in micro-
electronics depends on U.S. owned firms op-
erating at the leading edge of advanced logic
technologies and digital memories. The next
generation of electronic devices will require
significantly greater functional density, in other
words, packing functional components to-
gether even more tightly than current tech-
nology allows. This requires technical leader-
ship in microelectronics system integration,
specifically in the microelectronics manufac-
turing areas of integrating heterogeneous de-
vices, stacking memory, logic processing, sen-
sors, communications, and packaging with se-
curity and advanced interconnect methods.

One of the foundational technologies re-
quired for advanced system integration is cop-
per-based silicon interposer technology. This
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foundational interposer technology can enable
almost any microelectronic dependent, or
internet of things, system. However, advanced
system integration capabilities have moved
offshore due to cost, and there currently is no
domestic sources that can reliably serve the
low volumes of advanced microelectronics that
the Department of Defense requires.

That is why there is a need for the Industrial
Base Analysis and Sustainment Support Pro-
gram to leverage existing public-private-part-
nerships to establish a U.S. based manufac-
turing development platform for advanced
microelectronic system integration, including
the foundational copper-based silicon inter-
poser technology. This funding increase will
help to accomplish this, and | thank the Chair-
man for the general program increase of $10
million for the Industrial Base Analysis and
Sustainment Support Program within the Re-
search, Development, Test and Evaluation,
Defense-Wide Account.
