INTRODUCTION OF THE FEDERAL
POLICE CAMERA AND ACCOUNT-
ABILITY ACT OF 2019

Ms. NORTON. Madam Speaker, today,
Representative DONALD S. BEYER, Jr. and | in-
troduced the Federal Police Camera and Ac-
countability Act of 2019. This bill would require
uniformed federal law enforcement officers to
wear body cameras and marked police vehi-
cles to have dashboard cameras. It would also
require the Government Accountability Office
to conduct a study on federal police officers’
training, vehicle pursuits, use of force and
interaction with citizens.

On November 17, 2017, Bijan Ghaisar was
fatally shot in his car by uniformed U.S. Park
Police officers in Fairfax County, Virginia; after
a vehicle pursuit on the George Washington
Memorial Parkway. Video of this shooting only
became available through a camera in a Fair-
fax County Police Department patrol car that
was providing backup. Had it not been for that
footage, which was recorded and released by
that local police department, the public would
not have had access to the circumstances sur-
rounding Mr. Ghaisar's death. Moreover, the
footage revealed concerns about the Park Po-
lice’s pursuit and engagement policies.

Body-worn and dashboard cameras for fed-
eral law enforcement officers are particularly
important for the officers stationed in the na-
tion’s capital, where Park Police and the uni-
formed division of the U.S. Secret Service
have full local police powers. Many other fed-
eral police also have local police powers near
their respective agency buildings in the District
of Columbia. Cameras can increase trans-
parency for individual interactions with police,
strengthen public trust and even deter future
criminal behavior. For example, when crimi-
nals know that they are being recorded by a
dashboard camera, they may be less likely to
flee the scene of a traffic accident because

they realize that their license plate will be doc-
umented. Criminals may also be less likely to
batter an officer because the recording may
be used as evidence. On the other hand, offi-
cers will also be less likely to commit offenses
for the same reason. Body-worn and dash-
board cameras can also be used to train cur-
rent and future officers more effectively in best
and worst practices.

An increasing number of local law enforce-
ment officers, including Metropolitan Police
Department officers in the District, are wearing
body cameras and using dashboard cameras.
It is clear that both law enforcement and the
public would benefit from federal officers fol-
lowing suit to increase transparency and main-
tain public trust.

Mr. KING of lowa. Madam Speaker, today,
| rise to recognize, June 19th, 2019 as
Juneteenth National Freedom Day.
Juneteenth, or the “19th of June”, recognizes
the day, in 1865, in Galveston, Texas, when
Union Army Major General Gordon Granger
announced freedom for all slaves in Texas.

Major General Granger's arrival in Gal-
veston occurred more than two years after the
Emancipation Proclamation was signed and
enforced by President Lincoln. Upon the
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issuance of General Order No. 3 by Major
General Granger, the former slaves, and now
free men and women celebrated ecstatically.
Currently, 46 states recognize Juneteenth as
an official state holiday.

In 2002, | proposed “An Act relating to the
designation of a Juneteenth National Freedom
Day” in the lowa Senate. That bill was en-
acted by the lowa General Assembly and was
signed into law by then Governor Thomas J.
Vilsack. The proclamation encouraged all state
governmental entities, civil organizations, edu-
cational institutions to “observe the day ... (the
third Saturday in June) in a manner that em-
phasizes the meaning and importance of the
Emancipation Proclamation that ended slavery
and to recognize and celebrate the importance
of [Juneteenth] to every person who cherishes
liberty and equality for all people.” This his-
toric legislation was passed unanimously by
the lowa State House and Senate, and the
signature by Governor Vilsack designated
lowa as the seventh state to recognize
Juneteenth as a state holiday.

Madam Speaker, | thank you for allowing
me to recognize Juneteenth National Freedom
Day and | hope we, as a Congress, continue
to recognize and to acknowledge this impor-
tant piece of American history and the ad-
vancements we have made since then.

SSB 3151

An Act relating to the designation of a
Juneteenth National Freedom Day

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the
State of Iowa:

Section 1. New Section. 1C.12 Juneteenth
National Freedom Day.

The governor of this state is hereby au-
thorized and requested to issue annually a
proclamation designating the third Saturday
in June as Juneteenth National Freedom
Day and to encourage all governmental enti-
ties, civic organizations, schools, and insti-
tutions of higher education in the state to
observe the day in a manner that emphasizes
the meaning and importance of the emanci-
pation proclamation that ended slavery in
the United States and to recognize and cele-
brate the importance of this day to every
person who cherishes liberty and equality for
all people.

EXPLANATION

This bill authorizes and requests the gov-
ernor to issue annually a proclamation des-
ignating the third Saturday in June as
Juneteenth National Freedom Day. The
proclamation is also intended to encourage
all governmental entities, civic organiza-
tions, schools, and institutions of higher
education in the state to observe the day in
a manner that emphasizes the meaning and
importance of the emancipation proclama-
tion that ended slavery in the United States
and to recognize and celebrate the impor-
tance of this day to every person who cher-
ishes liberty and equality for all people.
