Mesothelioma is generally a cancer

of the lungs. Most cases come from ex-
posure to asbestos, a popular fire-
proofing material used in homes and
buildings in the mid-20th century. It is
a deadly disease. Ninety percent of pa-
tients die within 5 years.

My home State of New Jersey ranks
fifth nationally in mesothelioma
deaths.

Yet, it is one of the only cancers
without a patient registry. A registry
would allow researchers to study pa-
tients, look for common conditions,
and create new cures to help them live
longer lives.

Our bill, the Mary Jo Lawyer Spano
Mesothelioma Patient Registry Act,
would provide funding to do just that.
We need to pass this bill so we can
truly research this deadly disease and
provide more hope for these patients.

SUPPORT THE NATIONAL WORLD
WAR II COMMEMORATIVE COIN
ACT

(Ms. KAPTUR asked and was given
permission to address the House for 1
minute and to revise and extend her re-
marks.)

Ms. KAPTUR. Madam Speaker, the
dedication of the World War II Memo-
rial in 2004 on our National Mall cul-
minated a 17-year effort in Congress to
construct the first national memorial
dedicated to the 16 million Americans
who served in the Armed Forces during
World War II and the more than 400,000
who gave their lives. It honors the 20th
century’s greatest accomplishment,
the victory of liberty over tyranny.

As the Representative who intro-
duced the original legislation to con-
struct the memorial, I rise tonight in
support of the National World War II
Commemorative Coin Act.

This bipartisan piece of legislation,
which I am honored to introduce along-
side my friend and colleague Rep-
resentative PETER KING from New
York, authorizes the U.S. Treasury to
mint coins in commemoration of the
National World War II Memorial in
Washington, D.C.
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
