From our district, the 
Harry S. Truman Canier Shike Group, the Ba-
taan Amphibious Readiness group, and ap-
proximately ten thousand sailors and marines 
are deployed to the Middle East defending our 
national security interests. 

The use of military force must be a last re-
sort after all other options are exhausted. 
However, a strong presence in the Middle 
East is necessary to send the message that 
America is committed to ending Iran’s mali-
cious activities and to prevent Iran from ac-
quiring nuclear capabilities. 

Under the Constitution, only Congress has 
the authority and power to declare war. Unfor-
tunately, the pieces of legislation that we are 
debating do not address the underlying prob-
lem: that we are operating under a nearly two 
decade-old Authorization for the Use of Mili-
tary Force (AUMF). 

Issues of life and death or war and peace 
should not be made on party lines using a 
procedural rule to silence the other side. We 
owe it to our troops to define their mission and 
take on the hard task of uniting as a governing 
body to replace the outdated AUMFs. 

Today, I would like to submit my opposition 
into the CONGRESSIONAL RECORD because if 
we must send more Americans to war, Con-
gress has the responsibility to debate a new 
AUMF that will shape war and peace for dec-
ades to come.

Ms. JOHNSON of Texas. Mr. Speaker, I rise 
in support of S. 3201—the Temporary Reau-
thorization and Study of the Emergency 
Scheduling of Fentanyl Analogues Act, al-
though I have reservations about the impact of 
the bill on African American men. 

I am concerned that provisions in this bill 
will have an unintended impact on African 
Americans being disproportionately charged 
and sentenced to prison. In 2018, 77 percent 
of individuals prosecuted for fentanyl related 
substances were people of color. This is not 
acceptable. The average sentence for fentanyl 
trafficking offenders was 74 months; 97.4 per-
cent were sentenced to prison. 

In 2018, the DEA issued a temporary order 
which placed 17 fentanyl related substances 
on Schedule I of the list of controlled sub-
stances. The order expires on Thursday, Feb-
ruary 6, 2020, and could not be extended 
without congressional action, which extends 
the order until May 6, 2021. 

While I understand the need to combat 
fentanyl abuse, we cannot allow our solutions 
to disproportionately hurt our community. 
Since this is a temporary reauthorization, I will 
continue to work to ensure that the issue of 
mandatory minimums, as it relates to fentanyl, 
does not disproportionately affect African 
American. This temporary extension will give 
us time to work on long term solutions that do 
not have the potential to negatively impact our 
communities of color.
