(1) in 2019, helped 304,275 survivors of sex-
ual assault and their loved ones, which rep-
resented the greatest number of people as-
sisted since the founding of the hotline in
1994; and

(2) continue to receive a record number of
requests for support in 2020;

Whereas the Department of Defense pro-
vides the Safe Helpline hotline, Safe
HelpRoom online chat service, and Safe
Helpline mobile application, each of which
offer support and help to members of the De-
partment of Defense community—

Whereas, in 2020, National Nurses Week
falls within the International Year of the
Nurse and the Midwife, as designated by the
World Health Organization;

Whereas National Nurses Week is a time of
year to reflect on the important contribu-
tions that nurses make to provide safe, high-
quality health care;

Whereas nurses serve on the front lines,
risking their lives treating the injured and
sick during wartime, natural disasters, and
pandemics, including the COVID-19 pan-
demic;

Whereas nurses are known to be patient
advocates, acting to protect the lives of indi-
viduals under their care;

Whereas nurses represent the largest single
component of the health care professions,
with an estimated population of more than
4,000,000 registered nurses in the TUnited
States;

Whereas nurses are leading in the delivery
of quality care in a transformed health care
system that improves patient outcomes and
safety;

Whereas the Future of Nursing report of
the Institute of Medicine has called for the
nursing profession to meet the call for lead-
ership in a team-based delivery model;

S. RES. 562

Whereas cerebral palsy is a group of per-
manent disorders that impact movement and
posture and is attributed to nonprogressive
disturbances that occur in the developing
brain;

Whereas cerebral palsy, the most common
motor disability in children, is caused by
damage to 1 or more specific areas of the de-
veloping brain, which usually occurs during
fetal development before, during, or after
birth;

Whereas the majority of children who have
cerebral palsy are born with the condition,
but it may be undetected for months or
years;

Whereas 75 percent of individuals with cer-
ebral palsy also have 1 or more develop-
mental disabilities, including epilepsy, an in-
tellectual disability, autism, a visual impair-
ment, or blindness;

Whereas, according to information pub-
lished by the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention—

(1) the prevalence of cerebral palsy is not
changing over time; and

(2) an estimated 1 in 323 children has cere-
bral palsy;

Whereas approximately 1,000,000 individ-
uals in the United States are affected by cer-
ebral palsy;

Whereas, although there is no cure for cer-
ebral palsy, treatment often improves the
capabilities of a child with the condition;

Whereas scientists and researchers are
hopeful for breakthroughs in cerebral palsy
research;

Whereas researchers across the United
States conduct important studies involving
cerebral palsy; and

Whereas the Senate can raise awareness of
cerebral palsy for the public and within the
medical community: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the Senate—

(1) designates March 25, 2020, as ‘‘National
Cerebral Palsy Awareness Day’’; and

(2) encourages each individual in the
United States to become better informed
about and aware of cerebral palsy.
