ernment efficiency and reduce costs, in cooperation
with State, local, and Tribal Governments and other
entities, and for other purposes, with an amendment
(H. Rept. 116-481); and

H.R. 5552, to amend the Migratory Bird Treaty
Act to affirm that the Migratory Bird Treaty Act’s
prohibition on the unauthorized take or killing of
migratory birds includes incidental take by commer-
cial activities, and to direct the United States Fish
and Wildlife Service to regulate such incidental take,
and for other purposes, with an amendment (H.
