‘‘Subject to subsection (c), the President’’. 

Add at the end of section 103 the following: 

(c) REVISION TO STATE CONSTITUTION.—The Presi-1

dent may not issue the proclamation under subsection (a) 2

until the Mayor provides the President with a written cer-3

tification that the District of Columbia has adopted an 4

amendment to the State Constitution that prohibits the 5

State from enacting laws authorizing an employer and a 6

labor organization to make an agreement requiring mem-7

bership in the labor organization as a condition of employ-8

ment. 9
