SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “U.S.A. Electrify For-
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ward Act”’.
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SEC. 2. DOMESTIC MANUFACTURING CONVERSION GRANT

PROGRAM.
(a) HYBRID VEHICLES, ADVANCED VEIHICLES, AND

FueL CeELL Buses.—Subtitle B of title VII of the Energy

Policy Act of 2005 (42 U.S.C. 16061 et seq.) is amend-
ed—
(1) in the subtitle header, by inserting “Plug-

(2) in part 1, in the part header, by striking

“HYBRID"’ and inserting “PLUG-IN ELECTRIC” .

(b) PLuG-IN ELECTRIC VEHICLES.—Section 711 of
the Energy Policy Act of 2005 (42 U.S.C. 16061) is
amended to read as follows:

“SEC. 711. PLUG-IN ELECTRIC VEHICLES.

“The Secretary shall accelerate efforts, related to do-
mestic manufacturing, that are directed toward the im-
provement of batteries, power electronics, and other tech-
nologies for use in plug-in electric vehicles.”.

(¢) EFFICIENT HYBRID AND ADVANCED DIESEL VE-

HICLES.—Section 712 of the Energy Policy Act of 2005
