Ms. NORTON. Madam Speaker, today, | in-
troduce a bill to correct a retirement issue for
several categories of workers who used to be
under the District of Columbia retirement sys-
tem.

In 1997, Congress transferred several cat-
egories of workers who participated in D.C.’s
defined contribution plan from 1987 to 1997 to
the Federal Employees Retirement System
(FERS). However, these workers’ service from
1987 to 1997 was not counted for purposes of
creditable service or annuity amount in FERS.
In 2009, Congress gave these employees the
right to have this service counted for cred-
itable service.

My bill would correct this last retirement
issue for these public servants. It would allow
these workers to buy into the FERS annuity
amount for 1987 to 1997 by paying 1.3 per-
cent of their base pay plus interest, essentially
the employee contribution for this time, which
would give them the full retirement benefit to
which they are entitled.

Our bill is an important step to assist these
workers in getting the retirement benefits they
deserve. | urge my colleagues to support this
bill.

HONORING THE LIFE OF ALBERT
EARL BROOKS, SR.

Mr. CONNOLLY. Madam Speaker, | rise
today to recognize the life of my dear friend,
Albert Earl Brooks, Sr., a highly distinguished
community leader who passed away on March
25, 2021.

Albert Brooks dedicated his life to serving
others and participating in the struggle for ra-
cial equality, social and economic equity, and
voting rights. Al was born in Tabor City, North
Carolina and grew up in Buffalo, New York.
He joined the United States Army and then re-
ceived his B.A. from the University of New
York at Buffalo.

After completing his service in the Army, Al
served as the Executive Director of the Buffalo
Affirmative Action Plan. He was then selected
by Governor Nelson Rockefeller of New York
to work for the Department of Transportation
in Washington, D.C. While working in the Of-
fice of the Secretary of Transportation, Al
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served as a Civil Rights Specialist and Exter-
nal Complaints Coordinator. This experience
allowed him to transition to the Department of
Labor where he worked as an Equal Oppor-
tunity Specialist and Civil Rights Officer. Dur-
ing his time at the Department of Labor, he
became Executive Director for a program
under the A. Philip Randolph Institute’s Edu-
cational Fund. Under his leadership, the pro-
gram pushed for desegregation of labor
unions and to provide training for African
American men who were historically denied
employment in the trades industry.

His commitment to service extended beyond
his professional life. Al was deeply involved in
local politics and community activism. He was
an active member of the Prince William Coun-
ty NAACP branch, the National Urban League,
and the Prince William County Democratic
Committee.

Al served as Chairman of the Black Demo-
cratic Committee for several terms and was
coordinator of the PWC Democratic Commit-
tee’s DMV early voting efforts for many years.
During election season, Al would devote entire
days to greeting voters at the DMV, passing
out literature, and placing and removing can-
didate signs from the polling place.

Voting rights, community engagement, and
grassroots organization motivated Al in all of
his endeavors. His efforts of founding the Afri-
can American Democratic Club helped in-
crease the number of African American elect-
ed officials in Prince William County. He was
instrumental in numerous campaigns and
helped many of Prince William County’s cur-
rent leaders win their elections. Al worked to
ensure everyone’s voice was heard at the bal-
lot box and he fully understood the power of
civic engagement. Because of this work, Al
has made our community better.

Madam Speaker, our community has lost a
giant public servant, community icon, and a
mentor to so many. A loving husband and fa-
ther, Al spent his life in service to our country
and to his community. | ask that my col-
leagues join me in recognizing the memory
and life of my dear friend, Albert Earl Brooks,
Sr.

HONORING MR. MOHAMMAD
HOSSEIN MEHRMAND

Mr. OBERNOLTE. Madam Speaker, | rise
today to honor Mr. Mohammad Hossein
Mehrmand, a constituent of mine and a former
Lieutenant-General of the Imperial Iranian Air
Force. Prior to 1979, Iran, was a very different
country than it is today. Iran and the United
States were close friends and cooperated in
both trade and military affairs.

Because of this close cooperation between
our two nations, Iranian military officers like
Mr. Mehrmand had the opportunity to visit
U.S. military installations and work closely with
American servicemembers to train on U.S.-
built fighter jets that were operated by the Im-
perial Iranian Air Force.

While the Imperial Iranian Air Force oper-
ated a number of U.S. fighter jets, they were
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the sole foreign operator of one aircraft, in
particular, the F—-14 Tomcat. As a result of this
program, Khatami Air Base was constructed
by the Iranian government near the city of
Isfahan in the early 1970s to cater to their new
fleet of F—14s with support facilities built spe-
cifically for the Grumman Corporation. In fact,
the entire region around Isfahan was booming
for the American defense industry with other
defense contractors like Raytheon, Lockheed,
Boeing and Hughes Aircraft working on lucra-
tive projects for the Shah’s government.

As a result of the massive presence of
American enterprise in the region, Isfahan was
home to at least 1,200 American military
members and 8,000 civilian advisers at its
peak in the mid-to-late 1970s. This presence
could be felt quite evidently by the massive
amount of new construction marketed towards
the Americans working in the region.

All of this changed in 1979 as revolutionary
fundamentalists began to take over Iran. At
the time, there were over 5,000 Americans liv-
ing in Iran with many residing around Khatami
Air Base. As the situation in the country began
to deteriorate, the U.S. Embassy in Iran ad-
vised all Americans to leave the country.

At the time, Lt. General Mehrmand was the
tactical commander of the Imperial Iranian Air
Force and he had received information that
many within the Iranian military had begun to
go rogue and side with the fundamentalist rev-
olutionaries, with many of these rogue units
attempting to prevent Americans from leaving
Iran.

Lt. General Mehrmand took action on behalf
of our citizens and met with the rogue units to
successfully negotiate the American exodus
from Iran. He additionally made arrangements
to allow for twenty-five special American pas-
senger planes to enter Iranian airspace to
begin evacuating all Americans from Iran. As
a direct result of his efforts, nearly 5,000
Americans were safely and successfully evac-
uated out of the collapsing country.

Within weeks of the evacuation flights, the
Imperial Iranian government collapsed, and
the fanatical government of Ayatollah Kho-
meini took over Iran. Under the new govern-
ment, Lt. General Melmnand was branded a
traitor for securing the exodus of the American
people and had his property, assets, and re-
tirement pension confiscated. Fortunately, Mr.
Mehrmand was able to escape persecution in
Iran and found refuge here in the United
States.

Mr. Mehrmand, despite not being an Amer-
ican citizen, had the boldness and courage to
stand up against fanaticism in the name of
freedom for the American people. Today, Mr.
Mehrmand is 92 years old, and a proud Amer-
ican citizen living happily in California. | am
delighted to have this opportunity to recognize
his patriotic actions and | want to express my
profound gratitude to him for his service to our
country and to our national interests.

Under the leadership of Pam Howell-Beach,
she grew the assets of the Toledo Community
Foundation from $20 million to nearly $100
million.

After sixteen years at the helm of the To-
ledo Community Foundation, Pam was asked
to become the first full-time executive director
of the Stranahan Foundation.

HONORING THE LIFE OF MARVIN
WAGNER

Mr. CONNOLLY. Madam Speaker, | rise to
celebrate the life of my dear friend Marvin
Wagner, a pivotal Northern Virginia leader
who passed away on May 23, 2020, at the
age of 90.

Marvin Wagner grew up in the Williamsburg
public housing projects in Brooklyn, New York.
From a young age Marvin had to support his
mother and sister by working to put food on
the table for his family all while going to
school. In 1946, Marvin enlisted in the Army
and was able to utilize the Gl Bill to then at-
tend Long Island University. After earning his
four-year degree from LIU, he attended Brook-
lyn Law School and successfully passed the
bar exam. Shortly after, he met and married
the love of his life, Harriet, who became his
partner and best friend for the next 66 years.

Throughout his career, Marvin dedicated
himself to service and strived to make the
world a better and safer place. Marvin quickly
became involved in Democratic politics and
worked in local government on highway safety
issues on Long lIsland. To learn new best
practices for highway safety, Marvin traveled
to Scandinavia to study their use of breath
and blood alcohol tests to identify drunk driv-
ers and introduced the concept locally in the
town of Oyster Bay and Nassau County, New
York. Later, he would go on to introduce his
ideas as a member of the National Highway
Traffic Safety Board within the Department of
Transportation. Nationally, he helped formulate
strategies that were instrumental in reducing
drunk driving deaths such as: data-based test-
ing, implied consent laws, and the legalization
of roadblocks. Marvin also helped create na-
tional standards by continuing to educate law-
makers and judges all over the country.

In addition to his groundbreaking work in the
public health and safety area, Marvin focused
his attention on helping juvenile offenders as
an attorney in Fairfax, Virginia. Marvin’s com-
mitment and service to youth offenders led
two governors to appoint him to the Juvenile
Justice Commission in Richmond, where he
served for eight years. His personal experi-
ence with poverty and adversity at a young
age allowed him to skillfully advocate for the
children and young adults that came through
the juvenile justice system.

Public service was at the core of who
Marvin was. In addition to his contributions in
public safety and the juvenile justice system,
Marvin served as a leader of party committees
throughout his adult life, the last eight years
as the chair of the Democratic Club at
Greenspring retirement community in Spring-
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field, Virginia. He was passionate about music,
theater, and dance, and he channeled that by
serving as a volunteer usher with his wife,
Harriet, at Wolf Trap in Vienna for 30 years.
Marvin also had an adventurous spirit—he
loved to travel and made sure to take annual
trips with his wife and family. But above all
Marvin was a dedicated and loving husband,
father, grandfather, and great-grandfather.
Madam Speaker, | ask my colleagues to join
me in honoring the life and legacy of Marvin
Wagner. His leadership and commitment to
public service helped save lives all over the
country, and he will be missed by all who
knew him. | also extend my deepest condo-
lences to his wife, Harriet; his loving children,
Carole, Robert, Janet, and Steven; daughters-
in-law, Laura and Jenny; son-in-law, Bill; and
numerous grandchildren and great grand-
children.
