The RAND Corporation is an independent, non-profit organization that performs
research and analysis. During the time period in question (fiscal year 2019 through
fiscal year 2022), RAND has had contracts and grants with various agencies of the
federal government to perform research and analysis. Research has been performed for
the Departments of Agriculture, Commerce, Defense, Education, Energy, Health and
Human Services, Homeland Security, Justice, Treasury, Veterans Affairs, the
