SEC. 2. PURPOSE. 1

It is the purpose of this Act to provide emergency 2

assistance to States, territories, Tribal nations, and local 3

areas that are disproportionately affected by substance use 4

disorder, including the use of opioids and stimulants, and 5

to make financial assistance available to States, terri-6

tories, Tribal nations, local areas, public or private non-7

profit entities, and certain health providers, to provide for 8

the development, organization, coordination, and operation 9

of more effective and cost efficient systems for the delivery 10

of essential services to individuals with substance use dis-11
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order, including with co-occurring mental health and sub-1

stance use disorders, and their families. 2

SEC. 3. AMENDMENT TO THE PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICE 3

ACT. 4

The Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 201 et 5

seq.) is amended by adding at the end the following: 6

‘‘TITLE XXXIV—SUBSTANCE USE 7

RESOURCES 8

‘‘Subtitle A—Local Substance Use 9

Emergency Relief Grant Program 10

‘‘SEC. 3401. ESTABLISHMENT OF PROGRAM OF GRANTS. 11

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall award 12

grants to eligible localities for the purpose of addressing 13

substance use within such localities. 14

‘‘(b) ELIGIBILITY.— 15

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to receive a 16

grant under subsection (a) a locality shall— 17

‘‘(A) be— 18

‘‘(i) a county that can demonstrate 19

that the rate of drug overdose deaths per 20

100,000 population in the county during 21

the most recent 3-year period for which 22

such data are available was not less than 23

the rate of such deaths for the county that 24
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ranked at the 67th percentile of all coun-1

ties, as determined by the Secretary; 2

‘‘(ii) a county that can demonstrate 3

that the number of drug overdose deaths 4

during the most recent 3-year period for 5

which such data are available was not less 6

than the number of such deaths for the 7

county that ranked at the 90th percentile 8

of all counties, as determined by the Sec-9

retary; 10

‘‘(iii) a county that encompasses an 11

undeserved area, defined as a health pro-12

fessional shortage area (as defined in sec-13

tion 332(a)(1)(A)) and a medically under-14

served area (according to a designation 15

under section 330(b)(3)(A)), that can dem-16

onstrate a high burden of both fatal and 17

non-fatal drug overdoses in a manner de-18

termined by the Secretary; or 19

‘‘(iv) a city that is located within a 20

county described in clause (i), (ii), or (iii) 21

that meets the requirements of paragraph 22

(3); and 23

‘‘(B) submit to the Secretary an applica-24

tion in accordance with section 3404. 25
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‘‘(2) MULTIPLE CONTIGUOUS COUNTIES.—In 1

the case of an eligible county that is contiguous to 2

one or more other eligible counties within the same 3

State, the group of counties shall— 4

‘‘(A) be considered as a single eligible 5

county for purposes of a grant under this sec-6

tion; 7

‘‘(B) submit a single application under sec-8

tion 3404; 9

‘‘(C) form a joint planning council (for the 10

purposes of section 3402); and 11

‘‘(D) establish, through intergovernmental 12

agreements, an administrative mechanism to al-13

locate funds and substance use disorder treat-14

ment services under the grant based on— 15

‘‘(i) the number and rate of drug 16

overdose deaths and nonfatal drug 17

overdoses in each of the counties that com-18

pose the eligible county; 19

‘‘(ii) the severity of need for services 20

in each such county; and 21

‘‘(iii) the health and support per-22

sonnel needs of each such county. 23

‘‘(3) CITIES AND COUNTIES WITHIN MULTIPLE 24

CONTIGUOUS COUNTIES.— 25
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—A city that is within 1

an eligible county described in paragraph (1), 2

or a county or group of counties that is within 3

a group of counties determined to be an eligible 4

county under paragraph (2), shall be eligible to 5

receive a grant under this section if such city 6

or county or group of counties meets the re-7

quirements of subparagraph (B). 8

‘‘(B) REQUIREMENTS.—A city or county 9

meets the requirements of this subparagraph if 10

such city or county— 11

‘‘(i) except as provided in subpara-12

graph (C), has a population of not less 13

than 50,000 residents; 14

‘‘(ii) meets the requirements of para-15

graph (1)(A); 16

‘‘(iii) submits an application under 17

section 3404; 18

‘‘(iv) establishes a planning council 19

(for purposes of section 3402); and 20

‘‘(v) establishes an administrative 21

mechanism to allocate funds and services 22

under the grant based on— 23
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‘‘(I) the number and rate of drug 1

overdose deaths and nonfatal drug 2

overdoses in the city or county; 3

‘‘(II) the severity of need for sub-4

stance use disorder treatment services 5

in the city or county; and 6

‘‘(III) the health and support 7

personnel needs of the city or county. 8

‘‘(C) POPULATION EXCEPTION.—A city or 9

county or group of counties that does not meet 10

the requirements of subparagraph (B)(i) may 11

apply to the Secretary for a waiver of such re-12

quirement. Such application shall dem-13

onstrate— 14

‘‘(i) that the needs of the population 15

to be served are distinct or that addressing 16

substance use in the service area would be 17

best served by the formation of an inde-18

pendent council; and 19

‘‘(ii) that the city or county or group 20

of counties has the capacity to administer 21

the funding received under this subtitle. 22

‘‘(D) MINIMUM FUNDING.—A city or coun-23

ty that meets the requirement of this paragraph 24

and receives a grant under this section shall be 25
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entitled to an amount of funding under the 1

grant in an amount that is not less than the 2

amount determined under section 3403(a) with 3

respect to such city or county. 4

‘‘(4) INDEPENDENT CITY.—Independent cities 5

that are not located within the territory of a county 6

shall be treated as eligible counties for purposes of 7

this subtitle. 8

‘‘(5) POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS.—With respect 9

to States that do not have a local county system of 10

governance, the Secretary shall determine the local 11

political subdivisions within such States that are eli-12

gible to receive a grant under this section and such 13

subdivisions shall be treated as eligible counties for 14

purposes of this subtitle. 15

‘‘(6) DETERMINATIONS WHERE THERE IS A 16

LACK OF DATA.—The Secretary shall establish eligi-17

bility and allocation criteria related to the prevalence 18

of drug overdose deaths, the mortality rate from 19

drug overdoses, and that provides an equivalent 20

measure of need for funding for cities and counties 21

for which the data described in paragraph (1)(A) or 22

(2)(D)(i) is not available. 23

‘‘(7) DATA FROM TRIBAL AREAS.—The Sec-24

retary, acting through the Indian Health Service, 25
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shall consult with Indian Tribes and confer with 1

urban Indian organizations to establish eligibility 2

and allocation criteria that provide an equivalent 3

measure of need for Tribal and urban Indian areas 4

for which the data described in paragraph (1)(A) or 5

(2)(D)(i) are not available or do not apply. 6

‘‘(8) STUDY.—Not later than 3 years after the 7

date of enactment of this title, the Comptroller Gen-8

eral shall conduct a study to determine whether the 9

data utilized for purposes of paragraph (1)(A) pro-10

vide the most precise measure of local area need re-11

lated to substance use and addiction prevalence and 12

whether additional data would provide more precise 13

measures of substance use and addiction prevalence 14

in local areas. Such study shall identify barriers to 15

collecting or analyzing such data, and make rec-16

ommendations for revising the indicators used under 17

such paragraph to determine eligibility in order to 18

direct funds to the local areas in most need of fund-19

ing to provide assistance related to substance use 20

and addiction. 21

‘‘(9) REFERENCE.—For purposes of this sub-22

title, the term ‘eligible local area’ includes— 23

‘‘(A) a city or county described in para-24

graph (1); 25
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‘‘(B) multiple contiguous counties de-1

scribed in paragraph (2); 2

‘‘(C) cities or counties within multiple con-3

tiguous counties described in paragraph (3); 4

‘‘(D) an independent city described in 5

paragraph (4); and 6

‘‘(E) a political subdivision described in 7

paragraph (5). 8

‘‘(c) ADMINISTRATION.— 9

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Assistance made available 10

under a grant awarded under this section shall be 11

directed to the chief elected official of the eligible 12

local area who shall administer the grant funds. 13

‘‘(2) MULTIPLE CONTIGUOUS COUNTIES.— 14

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 15

subparagraph (B), in the case of an eligible 16

county described in subsection (b)(2), assist-17

ance made available under a grant awarded 18

under this section shall be directed to the chief 19

elected official of the particular county des-20

ignated in the application submitted for the 21

grant under section 3404. Such chief elected of-22

ficial shall be the administrator of the grant. 23

‘‘(B) STATE ADMINISTRATION.—Notwith-24

standing subparagraph (A), the eligible county 25
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described in subsection (b)(2) may elect to des-1

ignate the chief elected State official of the 2

State in which the eligible county is located as 3

the administrator of the grant funds. 4

‘‘SEC. 3402. PLANNING COUNCIL. 5

‘‘(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—To be eligible to receive a 6

grant under section 3401, the chief elected official of the 7

eligible local area shall establish or designate a substance 8

use disorder treatment and services planning council that 9

shall— 10

‘‘(1) be representative of the demographics of 11

the population of individuals with substance use dis-12

order in the area; 13

‘‘(2) include individuals with substance use dis-14

order, individuals who use drugs, and individuals in 15

recovery from substance use disorders; and 16

‘‘(3) include, to the maximum extent prac-17

ticable, representatives of— 18

‘‘(A) health care providers, including Fed-19

erally-qualified health centers, rural health clin-20

ics, Indian health programs as defined in sec-21

tion 4 of the Indian Health Care Improvement 22

Act, urban Indian organizations as defined in 23

section 4 of the Indian Health Care Improve-24

‘‘(B) Native Hawaiian organizations as de-3

fined in section 11 of the Native Hawaiian 4

Health Care Act of 1988; 5

‘‘(C) community-based health, harm reduc-6

tion, and addiction service organizations, in-7

cluding, where applicable, representatives of 8

Drug Free Communities Coalition grantees; 9

‘‘(D) social service providers, including 10

providers of housing and homelessness services 11

and recovery residence providers; 12

‘‘(E) mental health care providers; 13

‘‘(F) local public health agencies; 14

‘‘(G) State governments, including the 15

State Medicaid agency and the Single State 16

Agency for Substance Abuse Services; 17

‘‘(H) local governments; 18

‘‘(I) non-elected community leaders; 19

‘‘(J) substance use disorder treatment pro-20

viders, including physician addiction specialists; 21

‘‘(K) Indian tribes and tribal organizations 22

as defined in section 4 of the Indian Self-Deter-23

mination and Education Assistance Act; 24
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‘‘(L) Urban Indians as defined in section 1

4 of the Indian Health Care Improvement Act; 2

‘‘(M) historically underserved groups and 3

subpopulations; 4

‘‘(N) individuals who were formerly incar-5

cerated; 6

‘‘(O) organizations serving individuals who 7

are currently incarcerated or in pre-trial deten-8

tion or were formerly incarcerated; 9

‘‘(P) Federal agencies; 10

‘‘(Q) organizations that provide drug pre-11

vention programs and services to youth at risk 12

of substance use; 13

‘‘(R) medical examiners or coroners; 14

‘‘(S) labor unions and the workplace com-15

munity; 16

‘‘(T) local fire departments and emergency 17

medical services; 18

‘‘(U) the lesbian, gay, bisexual, 19

transgender, queer (LGBTQ) community; and 20

‘‘(V) certified or accredited addiction re-21

covery community organizations. 22

‘‘(b) METHOD OF PROVIDING FOR COUNCIL.— 23

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In providing for a council 24

for purposes of subsection (a), the chief elected offi-25
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cial of the eligible local area may establish the coun-1

cil directly or designate an existing entity to serve as 2

the council, subject to paragraph (2). 3

‘‘(2) CONSIDERATION REGARDING DESIGNATION 4

OF COUNCIL.—In making a determination of wheth-5

er to establish or designate a council under para-6

graph (1), the chief elected official shall give priority 7

to the designation of an existing entity that has 8

demonstrated experience in the provision of health 9

and support services to individuals with substance 10

use disorder within the eligible local area, that has 11

a structure that recognizes the Federal trust respon-12

sibility when spending Federal health care dollars, 13

and that has demonstrated a commitment to re-14

specting the obligation of government agencies using 15

Federal dollars to consult with Indian tribes and 16

confer with urban Indian organizations. 17

‘‘(3) DESIGNATION OF EXISTING ENTITY.—If 18

an existing entity is designated to serve as the coun-19

cil under this section, the membership of the entity 20

shall comply with the requirements of subsection 21

(a)(1) before it performs any of the duties set forth 22

in subsection (e). 23

‘‘(4) JOINT COUNCIL.—The Secretary shall es-24

tablish a process to permit an eligible local area that 25
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is not contiguous with any other eligible local area 1

to form a joint planning council with such other eli-2

gible local area or areas, as long as such areas are 3

located in geographical proximity to each other, as 4

determined by the Secretary, and submit a joint ap-5

plication under section 3404. 6

‘‘(5) JOINT COUNCIL ACROSS STATE LINES.— 7

Eligible local areas may form a joint planning coun-8

cil with other eligible local areas across State lines 9

if such areas are located in geographical proximity 10

to each other, as determined by the Secretary, sub-11

mit a joint application under section 3404, and es-12

tablish intergovernmental agreements to allow the 13

administration of the grant across State lines. 14

‘‘(c) MEMBERSHIP.—Members of the planning coun-15

cil established or designated under subsection (a) shall— 16

‘‘(1) be nominated and selected through an 17

open process; 18

‘‘(2) elect from among their membership a chair 19

and vice chair; 20

‘‘(3) include at least one representative from 21

Indian tribes located within any eligible local area 22

that receives funding under the grant program es-23

tablished in section 3401; 24
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‘‘(4) include at least 1 individual with a history 1

of substance use disorder; 2

‘‘(5) include at least 1 representative from a 3

nonprofit substance use disorder service provider, at 4

least 1 representative of an urban Indian organiza-5

tion, at least 1 physician addiction specialist, and at 6

least 1 representative from an organization pro-7

viding harm reduction services; 8

‘‘(6) include at least 1 representative of a Na-9

tive Hawaiian organization (as defined in section 11 10

of the Native Hawaiian Health Care Act of 1988) 11

when the Native Hawaiian population exceeds 10 12

percent; and 13

‘‘(7) serve not more than 3 consecutive years on 14

the planning council. 15

‘‘(d) MEMBERSHIP TERMS.—Members of the plan-16

ning council established or designated under subsection 17

(a) may serve additional terms if nominated and selected 18

through the process established in subsection (c)(1). 19

‘‘(e) DUTIES.—The planning council established or 20

designated under subsection (a) shall— 21

‘‘(1) establish priorities for the allocation of 22

grant funds within the eligible local area that em-23

phasize reducing drug use rates, overdose, substance 24

use disorder, and health conditions associated with 25
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drug use such as human immunodeficiency virus, 1

hepatitis B, and hepatitis C through evidence-based 2

interventions in both community and criminal justice 3

settings and that are based on— 4

‘‘(A) the use by the grantee of substance 5

use disorder prevention, intervention, treat-6

ment, and recovery strategies that comply with 7

best practices identified by the Secretary; 8

‘‘(B) the demonstrated or probable cost-ef-9

fectiveness of proposed substance use disorder 10

prevention, intervention, treatment, and recov-11

ery services; 12

‘‘(C) the health priorities of the commu-13

nities within the eligible local area that are af-14

fected by substance use; 15

‘‘(D) the priorities and needs of individuals 16

with substance use disorder; and 17

‘‘(E) the availability of other governmental 18

and non-governmental services; 19

‘‘(2) ensure the use of grant funds will advance 20

any existing State or local plan regarding the provi-21

sion of substance use disorder treatment services to 22

individuals with substance use disorder; 23

‘‘(3) in the absence of a State or local plan, 24

work with local public health agencies to develop a 25
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comprehensive plan for the organization and delivery 1

of substance use disorder prevention and treatment 2

services; 3

‘‘(4) regularly assess the efficiency of the ad-4

ministrative mechanism in rapidly allocating funds 5

to support evidence-based substance use disorder 6

prevention and treatment services in the areas of 7

greatest need within the eligible local area; 8

‘‘(5) work with local public health agencies to 9

determine the size and demographics of the popu-10

lation of individuals with substance use disorders 11

and the types of substance use that are most preva-12

lent in the eligible local area; 13

‘‘(6) work with local public health agencies to 14

determine the needs of such population, including 15

the need for substance use disorder prevention, 16

intervention, treatment, harm reduction, and recov-17

ery services; 18

‘‘(7) work with local public agencies to deter-19

mine the disparities in access to services among af-20

fected subpopulations and historically underserved 21

communities, including infrastructure and capacity 22

shortcomings of providers that contribute to these 23

disparities; 24
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‘‘(8) work with local public agencies to establish 1

methods for obtaining input on community needs 2

and priorities, including by partnering with organi-3

zations that serve targeted communities experiencing 4

high addictive substance-related health disparities to 5

gather data using culturally attuned data collection 6

methodologies; 7

‘‘(9) coordinate with Federal grantees that pro-8

vide substance use disorder prevention and treat-9

ment services within the eligible local area; and 10

‘‘(10) annually assess the effectiveness of the 11

substance use disorder prevention and treatment 12

services being supported by the grant received by the 13

eligible local area, including, to the extent possible— 14

‘‘(A) reductions in the rates of substance 15

use, overdose, and death from substance use; 16

‘‘(B) rates of discontinuation from sub-17

stance use disorder treatment services and rates 18

of sustained recovery; 19

‘‘(C) long-term outcomes among individ-20

uals receiving treatment for substance use dis-21

orders; 22

‘‘(D) the availability and use of substance 23

use disorder treatment services needed by indi-24
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viduals with substance use disorders over their 1

lifetimes; and 2

‘‘(E) reductions in the rates of HIV, hepa-3

titis C virus, and other infectious disease trans-4

mission among people who use drugs.

DEATHS.—The number of drug overdose 2

deaths determined under this clause for an 3

eligible county for a fiscal year for pur-4

poses of clause (ii) is the number of drug 5

overdose deaths during the most recent 3- 6

year period for which such data are avail-7

able. 8

‘‘(iv) NUMBER OF NON-FATAL DRUG 9

OVERDOSES.—The number of non-fatal 10

factors, including co-occurring condi-25

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‘‘(C) APPLICATION OF PROVISIONS.—A 1

local area that receives a grant under this para-2

graph— 3

tient services, treatment for co-occurring mental 14

health and substance use disorders, and all 15

drugs approved by the Food and Drug Adminis-16

tration for the treatment of substance use dis-17

order. 18

‘‘(B) Outpatient and ambulatory health 19

services, including those administered by Feder-20

ally-qualified health centers, rural health clinics, 21

tribal clinics and hospitals, urban Indian orga-22

nizations, certified community behavioral health 23

clinics (as described in section 223 of the Pro-24

tecting Access to Medicare Act), HIV services 25
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organizations, Native Hawaiian organizations 1

(as defined in section 11 of the Native Hawai-2

ian Health Care Act of 1988), and comprehen-3

sive opioid recovery centers (as described in sec-4

tion 552 of this Act). 5

‘‘(C) Hospice services. 6

‘‘(D) Mental health services. 7

‘‘(E) Opioid overdose reversal drug prod-8

ucts procurement, distribution, and training. 9

‘‘(F) Pharmaceutical assistance and diag-10

nostic testing related to the management of 11

substance use disorders and co-morbid condi-12

tions. 13

‘‘(G) Home- and community-based health 14

services. 15

‘‘(H) Comprehensive Case Management 16

and care coordination, including substance use 17

disorder treatment adherence services. 18

‘‘(I) Health insurance enrollment and cost- 19

sharing assistance in accordance with para-20

graph (8). 21

‘‘(J) Programs that hire, employ, train, 22

and dispatch licensed health care professionals, 23

mental health professionals, harm reduction 24

providers, or community health workers to re-25
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spond in lieu of law enforcement officers in 1

emergencies and that ensure a licensed health 2

care professional is a member of the team that 3

responds in lieu of law enforcement officers in 4

emergencies in which— 5

‘‘(i) an individual calling 911, the Na-6

tional Suicide Hotline, or another emer-7

gency hotline states that a person is expe-8

riencing a drug overdose or is otherwise 9

under the influence of a legal or illegal 10

substance; or 11

‘‘(ii) a law enforcement officer, other 12

first responder, or other individual identi-13

fies a person as being (or possibly being) 14

under the influence of a legal or illegal 15

substance. 16

‘‘(5) RECOVERY AND SUPPORT SERVICES.—For 17

purposes of this section, the term ‘recovery and sup-18

port services’ means services that are provided to in-19

dividuals with substance use disorder, including resi-20

dential recovery housing, mental health services, 21

long term recovery services, 24/7 hotline crisis center 22

support, medical transportation services, respite care 23

for persons caring for individuals with substance use 24

disorder, child care and family services while an in-25
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dividual is receiving inpatient treatment services or 1

at the time of outpatient services, outreach services, 2

peer recovery services, nutrition services, and refer-3

rals for job training and career services, housing, 4

legal services, and child care and family services. 5

The entities through which such services may be 6

provided include local and tribal authorities that 7

provide child care, housing, community development, 8

and other recovery and support services, so long as 9

they do not exclude individuals on the basis that 10

such individuals receive medication for addiction 11

treatment. 12

‘‘(6) EARLY INTERVENTION SERVICES.—For 13

purposes of this section, the term ‘early intervention 14

services’ means services to provide screening and 15

connection to the appropriate level of substance use 16

disorder and mental health treatment (including 17

same-day connection), counseling provided to indi-18

viduals who have misused substances, who have ex-19

perienced an overdose, or are at risk of developing 20

substance use disorder, the provision of referrals to 21

facilitate the access of such individuals to core med-22

ical services or recovery and support services for 23

substance use disorder, and rapid access to medica-24

tion for addiction treatment in the setting of recent 25
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overdose. The entities through which such services 1

may be provided include emergency rooms, fire de-2

partments and emergency medical services, detention 3

facilities, prisons and jails, homeless shelters, health 4

care points of entry specified by eligible local areas, 5

Federally-qualified health centers, workforce agen-6

cies and job centers, youth development centers, 7

tribal clinics and hospitals, urban Indian organiza-8

tions, and rural health clinics. 9

‘‘(7) HARM REDUCTION SERVICES.—For pur-10

poses of this section, the term ‘harm reduction serv-11

ices’ means services provided to individuals engaging 12

in substance use scientifically accepted to reduce the 13

risk of infectious disease transmission, overdose, or 14

death, including syringe services programs and other 15

safe use services, such as utilization of a device, kit, 16

or chemical agent that tests or analyzes a substance 17

to determine its composition or that detects sub-18

stances. 19

‘‘(8) AFFORDABLE HEALTH INSURANCE COV-20

ERAGE.—An eligible local area may use amounts 21

provided under a grant awarded under section 3401 22

to establish a program of financial assistance to as-23

sist eligible individuals with substance use disorder 24

in— 25
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‘‘(A) enrolling in health insurance cov-1

erage; or 2

‘‘(B) affording health care services, includ-3

ing assistance paying cost-sharing amounts, in-4

cluding premiums. 5

‘‘(9) ADMINISTRATION AND PLANNING.—An eli-6

gible local area (not including tribal areas) shall not 7

use in excess of 15 percent of amounts received 8

under a grant under section 3401 for administra-9

tion, accounting, reporting, and program oversight 10

functions, including the development of systems to 11

improve data collection and data sharing, in the first 12

year of receiving the grant, and shall not use in ex-13

cess of 10 percent of amounts received under a 14

grant under section 3401 for such activities in sub-15

sequent years. 16

‘‘(10) INCARCERATED INDIVIDUALS.—Amounts 17

received under a grant under section 3401 may be 18

used to provide substance use disorder treatment 19

services, including medication for addiction treat-20

ment, to individuals who are currently incarcerated 21

or in pre-trial detention. 22

‘‘(c) REQUIRED TERMS.— 23

‘‘(1) REQUIREMENT OF STATUS AS MEDICAID 24

PROVIDER.— 25
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‘‘(A) PROVISION OF SERVICE.—Subject to 1

subparagraph (B), the Secretary may not make 2

a grant under section 3401 for the provision of 3

substance use disorder treatment services under 4

this section in an eligible local area unless, in 5

the case of any such service that is available 6

pursuant to the State plan approved under title 7

dian and Alaska Native and urban Indian indi-8

viduals as defined by section 447.50 of title 42, 9

Code of Federal Regulations (as in effect on 10

July 1, 2010), the provider will not impose any 11

charges for substance use disorder treatment 12

services, including any charges or cost-sharing 13

prohibited by section 1402(d) of the Patient 14

in the State that have a certification in ef-19

fect in accordance with this section.

REVERSAL DRUG PRODUCTS ARE UNAVAILABLE.—To 22

the extent that a sufficient quantity of opioid over-23

dose reversal drug products are not available for 24

purchase or delivery under paragraph (1), the Sec-25
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retary shall provide for the purchase and delivery of 1

the available opioid overdose reversal drug products 2

in accordance with priorities established by the Sec-3

retary, with priority given to States with at least one 4

local area eligible for funding under section 3401(a). 5

‘‘(b) NEGOTIATION OF CONTRACTS WITH MANUFAC-6

TURERS.— 7

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—For the purpose of car-8

rying out this section, the Secretary shall negotiate 9

and enter into contracts with manufacturers of 10

opioid overdose reversal drug products consistent 11

with the requirements of this subsection and, to the 12

maximum extent practicable, consolidate such con-13

tracting with any other contracting activities con-14

ducted by the Secretary to purchase opioid overdose 15

reversal drug products. The Secretary may enter 16

into such contracts under which the Federal Govern-17

ment is obligated to make outlays, the budget au-18

thority for which is not provided for in advance in 19

appropriations Acts, for the purchase and delivery of 20

opioid overdose reversal drug products under sub-21

section (a). 22

‘‘(2) AUTHORITY TO DECLINE CONTRACTS.— 23

The Secretary may decline to enter into contracts 24
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under this subsection and may modify or extend 1

such contracts. 2

‘‘(3) CONTRACT PRICE.— 3

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary, in ne-4

gotiating the prices at which opioid overdose re-5

versal drug products will be purchased and de-6

livered from a manufacturer under this sub-7

section, shall take into account quantities of 8

opioid overdose reversal drug products to be 9

purchased by States under the option under 10

paragraph (4)(B). 11

‘‘(B) NEGOTIATION OF DISCOUNTED PRICE 12

FOR OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG PROD-13

UCTS.—With respect to contracts entered into 14

for the purchase of opioid overdose reversal 15

drug products on behalf of States under this 16

subsection, the price for the purchase of such 17

drug product shall be a discounted price nego-18

tiated by the Secretary. 19

‘‘(4) QUANTITIES AND TERMS OF DELIVERY.— 20

Under contracts under this subsection— 21

‘‘(A) the Secretary shall provide, consistent 22

with paragraph (6), for the purchase and deliv-23

ery on behalf of States and Indian tribes of 24
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quantities of opioid overdose reversal drug 1

products; and 2

‘‘(B) each State and Indian tribe, at the 3

option of the State or tribe, shall be permitted 4

to obtain additional quantities of opioid over-5

dose reversal drug products (subject to amounts 6

specified to the Secretary by the State or tribe 7

in advance of negotiations) through purchasing 8

the opioid overdose reversal drug products from 9

the manufacturers at the applicable price nego-10

tiated by the Secretary consistent with para-11

graph (3), if the State or tribe provides to the 12

Secretary such information (at a time and man-13

ner specified by the Secretary, including in ad-14

vance of negotiations under paragraph (1)) as 15

the Secretary determines to be necessary, to 16

provide for quantities of opioid overdose rever-17

sal drug products for the State or tribe to pur-18

chase pursuant to this subsection and to deter-19

mine annually the percentage of the opioid over-20

dose reversal drug market that is purchased 21

pursuant to this section and this subparagraph. 22

The Secretary shall enter into the initial negotia-23

tions not later than 180 days after the date of the 24

enactment of this title. 25
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‘‘(5) CHARGES FOR SHIPPING AND HAN-1

DLING.—The Secretary may enter into a contract 2

referred to in paragraph (1) only if the manufac-3

turer involved agrees to submit to the Secretary 4

such reports as the Secretary determines to be ap-5

propriate to assure compliance with the contract and 6

if, with respect to a State program under this sec-7

tion that does not provide for the direct delivery of 8

qualified opioid overdose reversal drug products, the 9

manufacturer involved agrees that the manufacturer 10

will provide for the delivery of the opioid overdose 11

reversal drug products on behalf of the State in ac-12

cordance with such program and will not impose any 13

charges for the costs of such delivery (except to the 14

extent such costs are provided for in the price estab-15

lished under paragraph (3)). 16

‘‘(6) MULTIPLE SUPPLIERS.—In the case of the 17

opioid overdose reversal drug product involved, the 18

Secretary may, as appropriate, enter into a contract 19

referred to in paragraph (1) with each manufacturer 20

of the opioid overdose reversal drug product that 21

meets the terms and conditions of the Secretary for 22

an award of such a contract (including terms and 23

conditions regarding safety and quality). With re-24

spect to multiple contracts entered into pursuant to 25
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this paragraph, the Secretary may have in effect dif-1

ferent prices under each of such contracts and, with 2

respect to a purchase by States pursuant to para-3

graph (4)(B), each eligible State may choose which 4

of such contracts will be applicable to the purchase. 5

‘‘(c) USE OF OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG 6

PRODUCT LIST.—Beginning not later than one year after 7

the first contract has been entered into under this section, 8

the Secretary shall use, for the purpose of the purchase, 9

delivery, and administration of opioid overdose reversal 10

drug products under this section, the list established (and 11

periodically reviewed and, as appropriate, revised) by an 12

advisory committee, established by the Secretary and lo-13

cated within the Centers for Disease Control and Preven-14

tion, which considers the cost effectiveness of each opioid 15

overdose reversal drug product. 16

‘‘(d) STATE DISTRIBUTION OF OPIOID OVERDOSE 17

REVERSAL DRUG PRODUCTS.—States shall distribute 18

opioid overdose reversal drug products received under this 19

section to the following: 20

‘‘(1) First responders and local emergency med-21

ical services organizations, including volunteer emer-22

gency medical services organizations. 23
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‘‘(2) Public entities with authority to administer 1

local public health services, including all local health 2

departments; 3

‘‘(3) Nonprofit entities, including— 4

‘‘(A) community-based organizations that 5

provide substance use disorder treatments or 6

harm reduction services; 7

‘‘(B) nonprofit entities that provide sub-8

stance use disorder treatments or harm reduc-9

tion services; and 10

‘‘(C) faith-based organizations that provide 11

substance use disorder treatments or harm re-12

duction services; 13

‘‘(4) Other entities in areas of high need. 14

‘‘(5) The general public. 15

‘‘(e) STATE REQUIREMENTS.—To be eligible to re-16

ceive opioid overdose reversal drugs under this section, 17

each State shall— 18

‘‘(1) establish a program for distributing opioid 19

overdose reversal drug products to first responders, 20

nonprofit entities, the general public, and entities 21

with authority to administer local public health serv-22

ices, including local health departments; 23

‘‘(2) beginning in the second year of the pro-24

gram, demonstrate a distribution rate of a minimum 25
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of 90 percent of the opioid overdose reversal drug 1

products received under this program; 2

‘‘(3) certify to the Secretary that the State has 3

in place a Good Samaritan Law that ensures immu-4

nity from arrest and prosecution, including from pa-5

role and probation violations, except that the State 6

may apply to the Secretary for a waiver of the re-7

quirement of this paragraph, and such waiver if 8

granted shall not be longer than 3 years in duration 9

and may not be renewed unless the State can show 10

‘‘(f) INDIAN TRIBE REQUIREMENTS.—The Indian 21

Health Service, in consultation with Indian tribes, shall 22

determine any requirements that shall apply to Indian 23

tribes receiving opioid overdose reversal drug products 24

made available under this section. 25
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‘‘(g) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this section: 1

‘‘(1) COLLABORATIVE PRACTICE AGREEMENT.— 2

The term ‘Collaborative Practice Agreement’ means 3

an agreement under which a pharmacist operates 4

under authority delegated by another licensed practi-5

tioner with prescribing authority. 6

‘‘(2) EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE.—The 7

term ‘emergency medical service’ means resources 8

used by a public or private licensed entity to deliver 9

medical care outside of a medical facility under 10

emergency conditions that occur as a result of the 11

condition of the patient and includes services deliv-12

ered (either on a compensated or volunteer basis) by 13

an emergency medical services provider or other pro-14

vider that is licensed or certified by the State in-15

volved as an emergency medical technician, a para-16

medic, or an equivalent professional (as determined 17

by the State). 18

‘‘(3) GOOD SAMARITAN LAW.—The term ‘Good 19

Samaritan Law’ means a law that provides criminal 20

immunity for a person who administers an opioid 21

overdose reversal drug product, a person who, in 22

good faith, seeks medical assistance for someone ex-23

periencing a drug-related overdose, or a person who 24

experiences a drug-related overdose and is in need of 25
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medical assistance and, in good faith, seeks such 1

medical assistance, or is the subject of such a good 2

faith request for medical assistance. 3

‘‘(4) INDIANS.—The terms ‘Indian’, ‘Indian 4

tribe’, ‘tribal organization’, and ‘urban Indian orga-5

nization’ have the meanings given such terms in sec-6

tion 4 of the Indian Health Care Improvement Act. 7

‘‘(5) MANUFACTURER.—The term ‘manufac-8

turer’ means any corporation, organization, or insti-9

tution, whether public or private (including Federal, 10

State, and local departments, agencies, and instru-11

mentalities), which manufactures, imports, proc-12

esses, or distributes under its label any opioid over-13

dose reversal drug product. The term ‘manufacture’ 14

means to manufacture, import, process, or distribute 15

an opioid overdose reversal drug. 16

‘‘(6) OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG PROD-17

UCT.—The term ‘opioid overdose reversal drug prod-18

uct’ means a finished dosage form that has been ap-19

proved by the Food and Drug Administration and 20

that contains an active pharmaceutical ingredient 21

that acts as an opioid receptor antagonist. The term 22

‘opioid overdose reversal drug product’ includes a 23

combination product, as defined in section 3.2(e) of 24

title 21, Code of Federal Regulations. 25
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‘‘(7) STANDING ORDER.—The term ‘standing 1

order’ means a non-patient-specific order covering 2

administration of medication by others to a patient 3

who may be unknown to the prescriber at the time 4

of the order. 5

‘‘(8) THIRD-PARTY PRESCRIPTION.—The term 6

‘third party prescription’ means an order written for 7

medication dispensed to one person with the inten-8

tion that it will be administered to another person. 9

‘‘(h) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There 10

is authorized to be appropriated to carry out this suc-11

tion— 12

‘‘(1) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2024; 13

‘‘(2) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2025; 14

‘‘(3) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2026; 15

‘‘(4) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2027; 16

‘‘(5) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2028; 17

‘‘(6) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2029; 18

‘‘(7) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2030; 19

‘‘(2) the term ‘covered distributor’ means a dis-15

tributor— 16

‘‘(A) that is required to register under sec-17

tion 302(a)(1); and 18

‘‘(B) distributes a controlled substance in 19

schedule II; 20

‘‘(3) the term ‘covered manufacturer’ means a 21

manufacturer— 22

‘‘(A) that is required to register under sec-23

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‘‘(B) manufactures a controlled substance 1

in schedule II; 2

‘‘(4) the term ‘covered officer’, with respect to 3

a covered person means— 4

‘‘(A) in the case of a covered person that 5

is not an individual— 6

‘‘(i) the chief executive officer of the 7

‘‘(ii) the president of the covered per-9

son; 10

‘‘(iii) the chief medical officer of the 11

covered person; or 12

‘‘(iv) the chief counsel of the covered 13

‘‘(B) in the case of a covered person that 15

is an individual, that individual; and 16

‘‘(5) the term ‘covered person’ means— 17

‘‘(A) a covered dispenser; 18

CONTROLS.—Not later than 180 days after the date of 22

aware that a certification submitted under 21

paragraph (1) contains a materially false state-22

ment or representation relating to the mis-23

branding of a controlled substance with respect 24

to the year for which the certification is sub-25
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mitted, the Secretary shall notify the Attorney 1

General that the certification contains the ma-2

terially false statement or representation.’’. 3

(b) OFFENSES.—Part D of title II of the Controlled 4

adding at the end the following: 6

‘‘CERTIFICATIONS BY COVERED OFFICERS 7

‘‘SEC. 424. (a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section, the 8

terms ‘covered dispenser’, ‘covered distributor’, ‘covered 9

manufacturer’, ‘covered officer’, and ‘covered person’ have 10

the meanings given those terms in section 313. 11

‘‘(b) OFFENSES.— 12

‘‘(1) FAILURE TO SUBMIT CERTIFICATIONS.— 13

‘‘(A) CERTIFICATIONS RELATING TO DI-14

VERSION CONTROLS.—It shall be unlawful for a 15

covered officer of a covered person to fail to 16

submit a certification required under section 17

313(b), without regard to the state of mind of 18

the covered officer. 19

‘‘(B) CERTIFICATIONS RELATING TO MIS-20

BRANDING.—It shall be unlawful for a covered 21

officer of a covered manufacturer to fail to sub-22

mit a certification required under section 23

313(c)(1), without regard to the state of mind 24

of the covered officer. 25

‘‘(2) SUBMISSION OF FALSE CERTIFICATIONS.— 26
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‘‘(A) FALSE CERTIFICATIONS RELATING TO 1

DIVERSION CONTROLS.—It shall be unlawful for 2

a covered officer of a covered person to submit 3

a certification required under section 313(b), 4

without regard to the state of mind of the cov-5

ered officer, that contains a materially false 6

statement or representation relating to the in-7

formation required to be certified under that 8

section for the year for which the certification 9

is submitted. 10

‘‘(B) FALSE CERTIFICATIONS RELATING 11

TO MISBRANDING.—It shall be unlawful for a 12

covered officer of a covered manufacturer to 13

submit a certification required under section 14

313(c)(1), without regard to the state of mind 15

of the covered officer, that contains a materially 16

false statement or representation relating to the 17

misbranding of a controlled substance with re-18

spect to the year for which the certification is 19

submitted. 20

‘‘(c) PENALTIES.— 21

‘‘(1) CIVIL PENALTIES.—Except as provided in 22

paragraph (2), a covered officer who violates sub-23

section (b) shall be subject to a civil penalty of not 24

more than $25,000. 25
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‘‘(2) CRIMINAL PENALTIES.—A covered officer 1

who knowingly violates subsection (b)(2) shall be 2

subject to criminal penalties under section 403(d). 3

‘‘(d) COMPREHENSIVE ADDICTION RESOURCES 4

FUND.— 5

‘‘(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established in 6

the Treasury a fund to be known as the ‘Com-7

prehensive Addiction Resources Fund’. 8

‘‘(2) TRANSFER OF AMOUNTS.—There shall be 9

transferred to the Comprehensive Addiction Re-10

sources Fund 100 percent of— 11

‘‘(A) any civil penalty paid to the United 12

States under this section; and 13

‘‘(B) any fine paid to the United States 14

under section 403(d) for a knowing violation of 15

subsection (b)(2) of this section. 16

‘‘(3) AVAILABILITY AND USE OF FUNDS.— 17

Amounts transferred to the Comprehensive Addic-18

tion Fund under paragraph (2) shall— 19

‘‘(A) remain available until expended; and 20

‘‘(B) be made available to supplement 21

amounts appropriated to carry out title XXXIV 22

of the Public Health Service Act.’’. 23

(c) CRIMINAL PENALTIES.—Section 403 of the Con-24

trolled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. 843) is amended— 25
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(1) in subsection (d)(1)— 1

(A) by inserting ‘‘or knowingly violates sec-2

tion 424(b)(2)’’ after ‘‘any person who violates 3

this section’’; and 4

(B) by striking ‘‘violation of this section’’ 5

and inserting ‘‘such a violation’’; and 6

(2) in subsection (f)— 7

(A) in paragraph (1), by striking ‘‘or 416’’ 8

and inserting ‘‘or section 416, or knowing viola-9

tions of section 424(b)(2)’’; and 10

(B) in paragraph (3), by inserting ‘‘or 11

knowing violations of section 424(b)(2)’’ before 12

the period at the end. 13

(d) TECHNICAL AND CONFORMING AMENDMENTS.— 14

The table of contents for the Comprehensive Drug Abuse 15

Prevention and Control Act of 1970 (Public Law 91–513; 16

84 Stat. 1236) is amended— 17

(1) by inserting after the item relating to sec-18

tion 311 the following: 19

‘‘Sec. 312. Suspicious orders. 

‘‘Sec. 313. Certifications relating to diversion controls and misbranding.’’; 

and 20

(2) by inserting after the item relating to sec-21

tion 423 the following: 22

‘‘Sec. 424. Certifications by covered officers.’’. 
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(e) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 1

subsections (b) and (c) of this section shall take effect on 2

the date that is 180 days after the date of enactment of 3

this Act. 4

SEC. 5. GENERAL LIMITATION ON USE OF FUNDS. 5

Amounts appropriated or provided under this Act, or 6

an amendment made by this Act— 7

(1) shall be used only for the public health pur-8

poses described in this Act (including the amend-9

ments made by this Act); and 10

(2) shall not be used to— 11

(A) fund the incarceration, institutionaliza-12

tion, or involuntary treatment of individuals to 13

address the illicit use of substances; or 14

(B) procure equipment or support activi-15

ties inconsistent with the public health purposes 16

described in this Act (including the amend-17

ments made by this Act). 18

SEC. 6. FEDERAL DRUG DEMAND REDUCTION ACTIVITIES. 19

(a) PUBLICATION OF LIST.— 20

(1) AMENDMENT.—Section 705(f) of the Office 21

of National Drug Control Policy Reauthorization Act 22

of 1998 (21 U.S.C. 1704(f)) is amended by inserting 23

at the end the following new paragraph: 24
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‘‘(5) PUBLICATION OF LIST.—The Director 1

shall publish online a complete list of all drug con-2

trol program grant programs and any other relevant 3

information included in the system developed under 4

paragraph (1).’’. 5

(2) DEADLINE AND FREQUENCY.—Not later 6

than one year after the date of the enactment of this 7

Act, and annually thereafter, the Director of Na-8

tional Drug Control Policy shall publish the list re-9

quired under section 705(f)(5) of the National Drug 10

Control Act of 1998, as added by paragraph (1). 11

(b) NATIONAL DRUG CONTROL STRATEGY.—Section 12

706(c)(1) of the National Drug Control Act of 1998 (21 13

U.S.C. 1705(c)(1)) is amended by adding at the end the 14

following new subparagraph: 15

‘‘(O) A review of all federally funded de-16

mand reduction activities, including an evalua-17

tion of— 18

‘‘(i) the effectiveness of those activi-19

ties; 20

‘‘(ii) the contribution of those activi-21

ties to demand reduction activities funded 22

by State, local, and Tribal governments; 23

and 24
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‘‘(iii) whether any duplication or inef-1

ficiency in federally funded demand reduc-2

tion activities needs to be addressed.’’. 3
