tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Turn the Tide Act’’. 4

SEC. 2. CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE PROVISIONS OF THE 5

years 2024 through 2028. 20

(2) FLEXIBILITY IN USE OF FUNDS.—Section 21

1003(b) of the 21st Century Cures Act (42 U.S.C. 22

290ee–3 note) is amended by adding at the end the 23

following: 24
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‘‘(3) FLEXIBILITY.—States and Indian tribes 1

may use amounts provided under grants under this 2

subsection to support substance use disorder treat-3

ment care and related services regardless of whether 4

the patient involved has a primary diagnosis of 5

opioid use disorder, so long as the individual has a 6

substance use disorder diagnosis. 7

priations of the House of Representatives and the 8

Committee on Appropriations of the Senate not less 9

than 15 days prior to publishing a Funding Oppor-10

tunity Announcement.

clude education, treatment (including the provision 14

of medication), behavioral health services for individ-15

uals in treatment programs, referral to treatment 16

services, recovery support, and medical screening as-17

sociated with such treatment.

lumbia, shall receive not less than $4,000,000 under 20

grants under this section. 21

‘managed care entity’ means a medicaid man-8

aged care organization described in section 9

1932(a)(1)(B)(i).

‘‘(D) RECOVERY HOUSING.—The term ‘re-11

covery housing’ means a shared living environ-12

ment free from alcohol and illicit drug use and 13

centered on peer support and connection to 14

services that promote sustained recovery from 15

substance use disorders. 16

‘‘(E) STATE.—The term ‘State’ includes 17

the 50 States and the District of Columbia.’’. 18

trauma-informed care in their communities; 7

‘‘(6) providing training in trauma-informed care 8

to emergency response providers, victim service pro-9

viders, child protective service professionals, edu-10

cational institutions, and other community partners; 11

‘‘(7) supporting cross-system planning and col-12

laboration among officers and employees who work 13

in law enforcement, court systems, child welfare 14

services, correctional reentry programs, emergency 15
