BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM.

“(1) GRANTS.—There is authorized to be ap-
propriated to the Secretary to carry out the program
$3,500,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2026
through 2030.

“(2) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—The Secretary

may use for administrative expenses of the program
not more than 1 percent of the amounts made avail-
able under paragraph (1) in each of fiscal years
2026 through 2030.”.
