23 (1) Air carriers may offer up to two gate passes

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(2) If applicable, caregivers, parents, and
cuardians may apply their existing TSA Pre-Check
privileges to such gate passes via their Known Trav-
eler Numbers, and such gate passes shall note such
status in the same manner and to the same extent
as such status would be noted on a ticket issued to
such caregivers, parents, and guardians.

(¢) REQUIREMENT.—In the case of a passenger need-
ing assistance who makes use of a wheelchair, a gate pass
may be issued to a caregiver of such passenger pursuant
to subsection (b) only if such caregiver is the individual

pushing such wheelchair.
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
