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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Miccosukee Reserved
Area Amendments Act”.

SEC. 2. MICCOSUKEE RESERVED AREA ADDITION.

Section 4(4) of the Miccosukee Reserved Area Act
(16 U.S.C. 410 note; Public Law 105-313) is amended
by adding at the end the following:

“(C) ADDITIONAL AREA.—In addition to
the land described in subparagraph (B), the
term ‘Miccosukee Reserved Area’ or ‘MRA’ in-
