“(¢) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

“(1) The term ‘covered veteran’ means any vet-
eran who, during the period beginning on September
11, 2001, and ending on November 19, 2001, per-
formed active military, naval, air, or space service
while assigned to a duty station at the Pentagon
Reservation.

“(2) The term ‘Pentagon Reservation’ has the
meaning given such term in section 2674 of title
