Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘No Diversity, Equity, 4

and Inclusion in the District of Columbia Act’’ or the ‘‘No 5

DEI in DC Act’’. 6
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SEC. 2. PROHIBITION OF DIVERSITY, EQUITY, OR INCLU-1

SION PRACTICES. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Government of the District 3

of Columbia may not engage in any prohibited diversity, 4

equity, or inclusion practice. 5

(b) FUNDING PROHIBITION.—None of the funds 6

available for obligation or expenditure by the District of 7

Columbia government under any authority may be used 8

to fund, directly or indirectly, any prohibited diversity, eq-9

uity, or inclusion practice, or any entity which engages in 10

any prohibited diversity, equity, or inclusion practice. 11

(c) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term ‘‘prohib-12

ited diversity, equity, or inclusion practice’’ means— 13

(1) discriminating for or against any person on 14

the basis of race, color, ethnicity, religion, biological 15

sex, or national origin; 16

(2) requiring as a condition of employment, as 17

a condition for promotion or advancement, or as a 18

condition for speaking, making a presentation, or 19

submitting written materials, that an employee un-20

dergo training, education, or coursework, or other 21

pedagogy, that asserts that a particular race, color, 22

ethnicity, religion, biological sex, or national origin is 23

inherently or systemically superior or inferior, op-24

pressive or oppressed, or privileged or unprivileged; 25
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(3) requiring as a condition of employment, as 1

a condition for promotion or advancement, or as a 2

condition for speaking, making a presentation, or 3

submitting written materials, the signing of or as-4

sent to a statement, code of conduct, work program, 5

or plan, or similar device that requires assent by the 6

employee that a particular race, color, ethnicity, reli-7

gion, biological sex, or national origin is inherently 8

or systemically superior or inferior, oppressive or op-9

pressed, or privileged or unprivileged; 10

(4) taking or failing to take, or threatening to 11

take or fail to take, any personnel action against any 12

employee or applicant for employment because of the 13

failure of the employee or applicant to— 14

(A) complete training with respect to diver-15

sity, equity, or inclusion, critical theory (relat-16

ing to race, gender, or otherwise), 17

intersectionality, sexual orientation or gender 18

identity, or any substantially similar theory or 19

policy; 20

(B) complete training that asserts or re-21

quires trainees to assert that a particular race, 22

color, ethnicity, religion, biological sex, or na-23

tional origin is inherently or systemically supe-24
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rior or inferior, oppressive or oppressed, or priv-1

ileged or unprivileged; 2

(C) sign or assent to (which may be by 3

executing or acknowledging) a statement, code 4

of conduct, work program, plan, or similar de-5

vice with respect to diversity, equity, and inclu-6

sion, critical theory (relating to race, gender, or 7

otherwise), intersectionality, sexual orientation 8

or gender identity, or any substantially similar 9

theory or policy; 10

(D) sign or assent to (which may be by 11

executing or acknowledging) a statement, code 12

of conduct, work program, plan, or similar de-13

vice that asserts or requires assent by the em-14

ployee or applicant that a particular race, color, 15

ethnicity, religion, biological sex, or national or-16

igin is inherently or systemically superior or in-17

ferior, oppressive or oppressed, or privileged or 18

unprivileged; 19

(E) take any other action that would re-20

quire the treatment of any individual advan-21

tageously or disadvantageously on the basis of 22

that individual’s race, color, ethnicity, religion, 23

biological sex, or national origin; or 24

or applicants for employment in any way that 2

would deprive or tend to deprive any individual 3

of an employment opportunity, or otherwise ad-4

versely affect the status of the individual as an 5

employee, because of the race, color, ethnicity, 6

SEC. 3. PROHIBITION ON DEI TRAINING. 16

(a) PROHIBITION ON IMPLEMENTING DEI TRAIN-17

ING.—No training program or plan may be developed, im-18

plemented, distributed, published, established, or pur-19

chased by the Government of the District of Columbia— 20

(1) with respect to diversity, equity, and inclu-21

sion, critical theory (relating to race, gender, or oth-22

erwise), intersectionality, sexual orientation or gen-23

der identity, or any substantially similar theory or 24

policy; or 25
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(2) that asserts or requires the trainees to as-1

sert that a particular race, color, ethnicity, religion, 2

biological sex, or national origin is inherently or sys-3

temically superior or inferior, oppressive or op-4

pressed, or privileged or unprivileged. 5

(b) PROHIBITION ON REQUIRING DEI TRAINING.— 6

No employee of the Government of the District of Colum-7

bia may be required to complete training under a program 8

or plan established under this section— 9

(1) with respect to diversity, equity, and inclu-10

sion, critical theory (relating to race, gender, or oth-11

erwise), intersectionality, sexual orientation or gen-12

der identity, or any substantially similar theory or 13

policy; or 14

(2) that asserts or requires the trainees to as-15

sert that a particular race, color, ethnicity, religion, 16

biological sex, or national origin is inherently or sys-17

temically superior or inferior, oppressive or op-18

pressed, or privileged or unprivileged. 19

(c) PROHIBITION ON FUNDING DEI TRAINING.— 20

None of the funds available for obligation or expenditure 21

by the District of Columbia government under any author-22

ity may be used for the purposes of developing, imple-23

menting, distributing, publishing or purchasing a training 24

course— 25

(B) a critical theory (relating to race, gen-4

der, or otherwise); or 5

(C) intersectionality, sexual orientation, or 6

(14) The Mayor’s Office of Gay, Lesbian, Bi-18

sexual, Transgender and Questioning Affairs. 19

(15) The Commission for Women. 20

(16) The Commission on Health Equity. 21

(b) PROHIBITION ON ESTABLISHING SUBSTANTIALLY 22

SIMILAR OFFICES OR COMMISSIONS.—The Government of 23

the District of Columbia may not establish a substantially 24
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similar successor office or commission to those referenced 1

in subsection (a). 2

(c) PROHIBITION OF FUNDING DIVERSITY, EQUITY, 3

AND INCLUSION AGENCIES.—None of the funds available 4

for obligation or expenditure by the District of Columbia 5

government under any authority may be used for the pur-6

pose of maintaining in any agency an— 7

(1) office relating to diversity, equity, inclusion, 8

or accessibility or any substantially similar office; 9

(2) maintaining or employing a chief diversity 10

officer or a substantially similar officer; 11

(3) developing, implementing, distributing, or 12

publishing— 13

(A) plans, strategic plans, reports, or sur-14

veys relating to diversity, equity, inclusion, and 15

accessibility; or 16

(B) action plans, reports, or surveys relat-17

ing to equity or substantially similar plans, re-18

ports, or surveys; 19

(4) developing, implementing, or maintaining in 20

any agency an employee resource group or an affin-21

ity group based on race, color, ethnicity, religion, na-22

tional origin, sexual orientation, or gender identity; 23

or 24
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(5) developing, implementing, or maintaining an 1

equity team or a substantially similar team. 2

SEC. 6. ENFORCEMENT; PRIVATE RIGHT OF ACTION. 3

(a) ENFORCEMENT.—Any person alleging a violation 4

of this Act, or any amendment made by this Act, may 5

bring a civil action in the United States District Court 6

for the District of Columbia. 7

(b) RELIEF.—In a civil action brought under sub-8

section (a) in which the plaintiff prevails, the court may 9

award— 10

(1) a Writ of Mandamus or other equitable or 11

declaratory relief; 12

(2) a minimum of $1,000 per violation per day; 13

(3) reasonable attorney’s fees and litigation 14

costs; 15

(4) compensatory damages; and 16

(5) all other appropriate relief. 17

SEC. 7. RULE OF CONSTRUCTION. 18

Nothing in this Act or, any amendment made by this 19

Act, shall be construed to prevent the maintenance and 20

funding of— 21

(1) any Equal Employment Opportunity office 22

of the Government of the District of Columbia as 23

historically organized and operated; or 24
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(2) an office of the Government of the District 1

of Columbia enforcing the Americans with Disabil-2

ities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) or simi-3

lar programs or offices as historically organized and 4

operated. 5

SEC. 8. SEVERABILITY. 6

If any provision of this Act or any amendment made 7

by this Act, or the application of a provision of this Act 8

or an amendment made by this Act to any person or cir-9

cumstance, is held to be unconstitutional, the remainder 10

of this Act, and the application of the provision or amend-11

ment to any person or circumstance, shall not be affected 12

by the holding. 13

SEC. 9. EFFECTIVE DATE. 14

This Act, and the amendments made by this Act, 15

shall take effect on the date that is 90 days after the date 16

of the enactment of this Act. 17
