Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Supporting U.S. Crit-
ical Connectivity and Economic Strategy and Security for

BEAD Act” or the “SUCCESS for BEAD Aect”.
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Congress finds the following:

(1) Grant funds allocated to an eligible entity
under section 60102 of the Infrastructure Invest-
ment and Jobs Act (47 U.S.C. 1702) that remain
after the eligible entity’s final proposal is approved
should be used to enhance and sustain the success
of the broadband deployment projects approved pur-
suant to that proposal.

(2) Strengthening the telecommunication infra-
structure of the United States, including high-capac-
ity fiber and network interconnection, and devel-
oping an adequate, targeted workforce are essential
to deploying and scaling artificial intelligence (com-
monly referred to as “Al”’) technologies, which are
critical for maintaining United States leadership in
emerging technologies.

(3) Federal broadband investments to mod-
ernize and harden the networks of the United
States, including the 9-1-1 networks, are also vital
for public safety and national security.

(4) The People’s Republic of China is investing
heavily in Al and advanced network infrastructure
and workforce training, presenting a geopolitical and
technological challenge to the leadership of the

United States that warrants action.
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SECURITY, WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT, AND
MEANINGFUL USE OF AI-SUPPORTIVE TELE-

COMMUNICATIONS INFRASTRUCTURE.
