This Act may be cited as the “VA Loan Informed
Disclosure Act of 2025”7 or “VALID Act of 20257,
SEC. 2. FHA INFORMED CONSUMER CHOICE DISCLOSURE.
(a) INCLUSION OF INFORMATION RELATING TO VA
LoANs.—Subparagraph (A) of section 203(f)(2) of the
National Housing Act (12 U.S.C. 1709(f)(2)(A)) 1s

(b) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in the
amendments made by subsection (a) shall be construed to
require an original lender to determine whether a prospec-
tive borrower is eligible for any loan included in the notice
required under section 203(f) of the National Housing Act
(12 U.S.C. 1709(f)).

SEC. 3. MILITARY SERVICE QUESTION.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subpart A of part 2 of subtitle
A of the Federal Housing Enterprises Financial Safety
and Soundness Act of 1992 (12 U.S.C. 4541 et seq.) is

amended by adding at the end the following:
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“SEC. 1329. UNIFORM RESIDENTIAL LOAN APPLICATION.

“Not later than 6 months after the date of enactment
of this section, the Director shall require each enterprise
to—

“(1) include a military service question on the
form known as the Uniform Residential Loan Appli-
cation; and

“(2) position the question described in para-
oraph (1) above the signature line of the Uniform
Residential Lioan Application.”.

(b) RULEMAKING.—Not later than 6 months after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Director of the Fed-
eral Housing Finance Agency shall issue a rule to carry

out the amendment made by this section.
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
