(1) to determine best practices for the develop-
ment and maintenance of public health data systems

(A) is State- or region-wide, real-time (or
near real-time), accurate, and scalable;

(B) includes tracking of hospital capacity
with respect to emergency departments, adult
and pediatric intensive care units, inpatient
psychiatric  services, skilled nursing facilities,
and other appropriate types of facilities and

services; and
