A BILL

To prevent fraud enabled by artificial intelligence, and for

other purposes.

1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

2 twves of the United States of America in Congress assembled,

3 SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

4 This Act may be cited as the “Artificial Intelligence

5 Scam Prevention Act’.

6 SEC. 2. FINDINGS.

7 Congress finds the following:

8 (1) In 2024, scammers  stole  over

9 $1,400,000,000 through phone and text message
10 scams from people in the United States.
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(2) Artificial intelligence presents many oppor-
tunities for advancement. But some emerging tech-
nologies—including artificial intelligence-generated
deepfakes and chatbots—are turbocharging scams,
creating new types of scams, giving them broader
reach, and making them easier to commit. The Fed-
eral Trade Commission has committed to using all
of its tools to detect, deter, and halt impersonation
fraud.

(3) Seammers only need a short sample of an
individual’s voice and information readily available
on the internet to generate an authentic-seeming
imitation.

(4) Federal, State, and local law enforcement,
as well as the general public, need updated laws to
hold perpetrators accountable under the law.

3. IMPERSONATION AND ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE-
ENABLED FRAUD PREVENTION.
(a) IMPERSONATION SCAMS.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—It shall be unlawful for any
person to—

(A) engage in a deceptive act or practice in
or affecting commerce by impersonating a gov-

ernment, business, or any official thereof;
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3

(B) replicate any individual’s image or
voice, including through the use of artificial in-
telligence, with the intent to defraud; or

(C) provide substantial assistance to an-
other person in violating subparagraphs (A) or
(B) when they know or should reasonably know
that such person is engaging in conduct de-
seribed in subparagraph (A) or (B).
(2) ENFORCEMENT BY THE FTC.—

(A) UNFAIR OR DECEPTIVE ACTS OR PRAC-

TICES.—A violation of this subsection shall be

treated as a violation of a rule defining an un-
fair or deceptive act or practice under section
18(a)(1)(B) of the Federal Trade Commission
Act (15 U.S.C. H7a(a)(1)(B)).

(B) POWERS OF THE FTC.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Federal Trade
Commission shall enforce this subsection in
the same manner, by the same means, and
with the same jurisdiction, powers, and du-
ties as though all applicable terms and pro-
visions of the Federal Trade Commission
Act (15 U.S.C. 41 et seq.) were incor-
porated into and made a part of this sub-

section.
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(11) PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES.—
Any person who violates this subsection
shall be subject to the penalties and enti-
tled to the privileges and immunities pro-
vided in the Kederal Trade Commission
Act (15 U.S.C. 41 et seq.).

(111) AUTHORITY PRESERVED.—Noth-
ing in this subsection shall be construed to
limit the authority of the Kederal Trade
Commission under any other provision of

law.

(b) SENIORS FRAUD ADVISORY OFFICE.—Section

SEC. 4. TEXT MESSAGING AND VIDEO CONFERENCING.

(a) TELEMARKETING AND CONSUMER FRAUD AND

SEC. 5. REPORTING AND OTHER IMPROVEMENTS.
(a) IMPROVING REPORTING AND INCREASING
AWARENESS OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AND OTHER

SCAMS.—The Federal Trade Commission, in consultation

with the Attorney General and the Federal Communica-

tions Commission, may-
(1) as soon as practicable after the date of en-

actment of this Act, update the web portal of the
Federal Trade Commission to include the latest in-
formation, searchable by region and type of scam, on

scams enabled by artificial intelligence, ncluding
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contacts for relevant law enforcement and adult pro-
tective service agencies;
(2) establish procedures to—

(A) log and acknowledge the receipt of
complaints by individuals who believe they have
been a victim of mail, television, internet, tele-
marketing, and robocall fraud in the Consumer
Sentinel Network, and shall make those com-
plaints immediately available to Federal, State,
and local law enforcement authorities; and

(B) provide to individuals described in sub-
paragraph (A), and to any other persons, spe-
cific and general information on mail, television,
internet, telemarketing, and robocall fraud, in-
cluding descriptions of the most common
schemes using such methods of communication;
and
(3) work with media outlets and law enforce-

ment to distribute the information included in the
web portal of the Federal Trade Commission pursu-
ant to paragraph (1) to senior citizens and their
families and caregivers.

(b) FTC AND FCC JOINT ARTIFICIAL INTEL-

24 LIGENCE SCAM PREVENTION ADVISORY GROUP.—
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(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established an
Artificial Intelligence Scams Advisory Group (re-
ferred to in this subsection as the ‘“Advisory

Jroup’’).

(2) MEMBERS.

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Advisory Group
shall be composed of the following individuals
or the designees of those individuals:

(i) The Chair of the Federal Trade
Commission.

(i1) The Chair of the Federal Commu-
nications Commission.

(iii) The Secretary of the Treasury.

(iv) The Attorney General.

(v) The Director of the Consumer Fi-
nancial Protection Bureau.

(vi) Representatives from each of the
following sectors, including trade associa-
tions, to be selected by the Federal Trade
Commission in consultation with the Fed-
eral Communications Commission:

(I) Retail.
(IT) Gift cards.

(B) CHAIR.—The Advisory Group shall be
chaired by the Chair of the Federal Trade Com-
mission and the Chair of the Federal Commu-
nications Commission.

(3) NO COMPENSATION FOR MEMBERS.—A

member of the Advisory Group shall serve without
compensation in addition to any compensation re-
ceived for the service of the member as an officer or

employee of the United States, if applicable.

(4) DUTIES.
(A) IN GENERAL.—The Advisory Group
shall—

(1) collect information on the exist-
ence, use, and success of educational mate-
rials and programs for retailers, financial
services, and wire-transfer companies,

which—
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(I) are used as a guide to edu-

cate employees on how to identify and
prevent scams that are enabled by ar-

tificial intelligence; and

(IT) include—

(aa) useful information for
retailers, financial services, and
wire transfer companies for the
purpose desceribed 1n  subclause
(D);

(bb) training for employees
on ways to identify and prevent
scams;

(ce) best practices for keep-
g employees up to date on cur-
rent scams;

(dd) the most effective sign-
age and placement of signage in
retail locations to warn about the
use of gift cards, prepaid cards,
and wire transfer services by
seaminers;

(ee) best practices for col-
laborative community education

campaigns;
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(ff) available technology to
assist in  identifying  possible
scams at the point of sale; and

(gg) other information that
is helpful to retailers, wire trans-
fer companies, financial institu-
tions, and their employees as
they work to prevent scams; and

(i1) based on the findings in clause

(I) identify inadequacies, omis-
sions, or deficiencies 1n those edu-
cational materials and programs for
the purposes listed in such clause and
their execution in teaching employees
to protect consumers; and

(IT) create model materials, best
practices, guidance, or recommenda-
tions to fill those inadequacies, omis-
sions, or deficiencies that may be used
by industry and others to help protect

consumers from scams.

(B) ENCOURAGED USE.—The Chair of the

Federal Trade Commission and the Chair of the
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(1) make the materials or guidance
created by the Adwvisory Group publicly
available; and

(11) encourage the use and distribution
of the materials or guidance created by the
Advisory Group to government agencies
and the private sector to prevent scams af-
fecting consumers.

(5) REPORT.—Not later than 1 year after the
date of enactment of this Act, and annually there-
after until the date described in paragraph (6), the
Advisory Group shall submit to the Committee on
Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Sen-
ate and the Committee on Energy and Commerce of
the IHouse of Representatives a report on the work
of the Advisory Group, together with the rec-
ommendations of the Advisory Group for such legis-
lation and administrative actions as the Advisory
Group considers appropriate.

(6) TERMINATION.—The Advisory Group shall
terminate on the date that is 5 years after the date
of enactment of this Act.

(¢) FTC REPORT ON ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE EN-

Not later than 180 days after the date

25 of enactment of this Act, and annually thereafter, the Fed-
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eral Trade Commission shall submit to Congress a report
that includes—

(1) a description of the number and types of
scams identified by the Federal Trade Commission
that use artificial intelligence; and

(2) policy recommendations to prevent such
scams, especially as such scams relate to voice clone
impersonation.

(d) ANNUAL REPORT TO CONGRESS ON ROBOCALLS
AND TRANSMISSION OF MISLEADING OR INACCURATE
CALLER IDENTIFICATION INFORMATION.—
