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read. The rule authorizes the chair to accord priority
in recognition to Members who have pre-printed
their amendments in the Congressional Record. The
rule permits the Chairman of the Committee of the
Whole to postpone votes during consideration of the
bill, and to reduce voting time to five minutes on
a postponed question if the vote follows a fifteen
minute vote. Finally, the rule provides for one mo-
tion to recommit with or without instructions. Tes-
timony was heard from Representatives Duncan and
Sherwood.
