REPORT ON H.R. 1664, EMERGENCY
SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIA-
TIONS RELATING TO THE CON-
FLICT IN KOSOVO

Mr. YOUNG of Florida, from the
Committee on Appropriations, sub-
mitted a privileged report (Rept.
