Whereas the 2007 observance of the found-
ing of Jamestown commemorates the 400th 
anniversary of the first permanent English 
colony in America: Now, therefore, be it 

Resolved, That the Senate commemorates 
the 400th Anniversary of the founding of the 
colony Jamestown in 1607 and urges all 
Americans to honor this seminal event in 
our Nation’s history.
