Finally, the 
rule authorizes the chair of each of the following 
committees to file a supplemental report to accom-
pany any of the following measures: Natural Re-
sources, with respect to H.R. 3407, 3408, and 3410; 
Ways and Means, with respect to H.R. 3864; and 
Oversight and Government Reform, with respect to 
H.R. 3813.
