Budget Resolution: Senate disagreed to the House
Amendment to S. Con. Res. 8, setting forth the con-
gressional budget for the United States Government
for fiscal year 2014, revising the appropriate budg-
etary levels for fiscal year 2013, and setting forth the
appropriate budgetary levels for fiscal years 2015
through 2023, agreed to conference with the House
thereon, the Chair appointed the following conferees
on the part of the Senate: Senators Murray, Wyden,
Nelson, Stabenow, Sanders, Whitehouse, Warner,
Merkley, Coons, Baldwin, Kaine, King, Sessions,
Grassley, Enzi, Crapo, Graham, Portman, Toomey,
Johnson (W1I), Ayotte, and Wicker, and the conferees
were instructed to report back a conference report by
December 13, 2013.

A unanimous-consent agreement was reached pro-
viding that it not be in order for the Senate to con-
sider a conference report with respect to H. Con.
Res. 25, or S. Con. Res. 8, if it includes reconcili-
ation instructions to raise the debt limit; that all of
the above occur with no intervening action or de-
bate; and that H. Con. Res. 25, as amended, and
agreed to, be held at the desk until a message is re-
ceived from the House relative to H.R. 2775, mak-
ing continuing appropriations for the fiscal year end-
ing September 30 2014, and if the House fails to
concur in the Senate amendment to H.R. 2775, this
agreement be vitiated.

thorized to make appointments to commissions,
committees, boards, conferences, or interparliamen-
tary conferences authorized by law, by concurrent ac-
tion of the two Houses, or by order of the Senate.
